The Homeless Campaign agenda: (1) a homeless shelter and (2) free camping. 
Ashland, with a population of >20,000 is seeking $20,000 annually, $1 per capita, in federal grants and tax-credits for 75% of the costs of acquiring new homeless shelter(s) under the McKinney-Vento Emergency Homeless Assistance Act 42USC(119)(IV)(C)§11383.  

To qualify for federal Emergency Homeless Assistance, the City of Ashland Administrator must (1) take the camping prohibited map, given out at the police substation under Prohibited Camping AMC 10.46 and issue the prescribed emergency camping declaration at designated locations under AMC 2.62.030 as directed in Part 3 Homeless Campaign Chapter 5 $1 per capita Federal Homeless Assistance Grant and Chapter 6 Ashland Shelter Seven Nights a Week Chautauqua Homeless Campaign v. Mt. Ashland Defenders: Ashland Watershed Evaluation of Rogue Valley in Southern Oregon HA-20-3-12 and (2) repeal Sleeping Prohibited AMC10.68.230
Thursday April 19, 2012 2-3pm

Aaron Fletcher, the CEO of our grassroots democracy, has improved his cart donation box and hopes to collect $600 more towards $1,000 to match Alan Sandler’s 3 month deposit and lease and lease a house to serve as a homeless shelter for guests willing to volunteer one hour of labor.  The front page article of Ashland Daily Tidings on Monday quotes Aaron extensively.  Ruth Coulter, who treasures Uncle Food’s feed and the Winter Cold Weather Shelter, is the people bank holding the money for the homeless shelter, whose taxation we forgive whereas HUD credits the time contributed by volunteers at the rate of $5 per hour under 24CFR§576.51(b).   

Ashland Mayor John Stromberger has re-appointed the volunteers to the ad hoc Homeless Steering Committee for another year.  Without the benefit of a civil law system they have successfully plagiarized a free health clinic and dentist at the Tuesday feed without offending non-governmental humanitarian law.  They attend the Citizen’s Homeless Coalition founded by Councilwoman Carol Voisin, who has been disappointed as liaison, and has not yet found in the quasi common law system that sabotages the civil law system in the American Democratic and Republican (DR) two party political system, to email me.  The City of Ashland is taking the Camping Ordinance under Review on May 1 and 15.   
Agenda of Day: Reports, discussion on exclusionary zone and “shelter ordinance”.
Without any respect for the civil law system based on written briefs the unpaid volunteers of the ad hoc Homeless Steering Committee take time to identify.  Regina was appointed by the mayor and city council a year ago.  The ad hoc Committee has been successful in staffing a free health and dental clinic but without respect for the civil law system cannot afford a physician.  Sandra Coiner is concerned about the exclusionary zone as a symbol of state sanctioned schizophrenogenic mother abuse of the “psychopath” noted Mayoral assassination attempt Sandra v. Sanders.  After two poisonings and no word from my HUD cohort in City Hall, Linda Reid, the Low-income Housing Coordinator I am not sure I want to speak for 90 seconds about how the ad hoc homeless committee does not hold the agenda of (1) free camping and (2) homeless shelter nor does anyone is City Hall know to read my nicely summarized U.S. Supreme Court brief Chautauqua Homeless Campaign v. Mt. Ashland Defenders: Ashland Watershed Evaluation of Rogue Valley in Southern Oregon HA-20-3-12.
More than the 99 so called homeless children believed to be voluntary foster care in Ashland  and over 2,000 homeless youth in Medford might benefit from the new Tutorial on Psychiatric Drug Abuse HA-18-4-12.  Psychiatric drug abuse has become rife since the closure of many psychiatric hospitals in the latter half of the 20th century without completing discrediting the slave trade and shifting Medicare and Medicaid payments from psychiatry and mental health to social workers with access to HUD Section 8 and SSI.  Hypnotic, sedative and antipsychotic drugs are the leading cause of fatal drug overdose, 15% of fatalities reported to the Poison Control Center. Dementia may be caused by statin drugs. The pharmaculture in foster care is known for being particularly excessive.  
The 20% rise in the autism diagnostic tic this decade is quite likely to be caused by one time exposure to atypical antipsychotics or Ritalin that can be treated with one dose of antiparkinsonian drugs, ie. benztropine (Cogentin) or Amantadine (Symmetrel).  This is not the first time that psychiatric drug side-effects have had dramatic epidemiologic consequences.  Thalidomide was recalled when it was found to cause birth defects.  The doubling in the rate of diabetes in the United States can be traced to the marketing of Olanzapine (Zyprexa) by the Indiana Corporation Eli Lilly.  Atypical antipsychotics seem to have been designed to cause tics with one regular dose, a symptom that took a year to develop a permanent untreatable condition of tardive dyskinesia with standard antipsychotics.  
Risperidone (Risperdal) seems to be the only atypical antipsychotic that doesn’t cause sedation or muscular side-effects.  Selective Serotonin Reuptake Inhibitors (SSRI) have replaced Tricyclic Antidepressants (TCAs) and Monoamine Oxidase Inhibitors (MAOIs) for the treatment of chronic anxiety, obsessive compulsive disorder (OCD) and depression.  Although its manufacturer, Eli Lilly, claims is causes no side-effects Fluoxetine (Prozac) is known by the FDA to cause over 200 side-effects.  Paroxetine (Paxil), Fluvoxamine (Luvox) and Citalopram (Celexa) are SSRIs that can be purchased online. The antidepressant Bupropion (Wellbutrin, Zyban) has been found to improve the outcome of smoke cessation by 50%.  For stress management there is no substitute for independent athletic scholarship.  For optimal performance a vegan diet, daily exercise, newspaper and magazine reading are needed.  To solve mental problems check out the relevant books from the library, do push-ups and sit-ups between chapters, jog daily, apply notes to your citation of statute and turn in your homework.

Dot invited Joanna Robinson from Nevada County, California to talk about founding a homeless shelter that has been successful since 2005 and just acquired a building with a $1 million grant.  

Nevada county is a rural county is northern California.  First thing we needed to do is educate the public in homelessness.  I had been working to provide emergency assistance to people for a night or two, mostly giving motel rooms to people for a night or two.  Answered phones sometimes.  A few nights in a motel was not enough.  Some people, 5-7 people, got together and decided we need a homeless shelter and got in touch with neighboring counties with shelters.  At first we had a welcome center that was a small upstairs apartment in a business district and made a huge outreach but didn’t ask permission to run a homeless shelter.  Fait accompli the City wanted a use permit and evicted them and the community support.  The apartment was small and wasn’t working.  One thing that was very important is that there was a small group of highly committed comrades.  One was a social worker.  One “Utah” (Mormon).  Others were clueless.  Both had followed a nomadic model going from church to church to church every night.  A bus would take people to the faith community hosting the shelter from a usual daily spot.   The nomadic model had the enormous advantage of connecting us to a lot of people in the community.  Started with 2 then 4 and now 26 churches that host the shelter or bring food to the church.  A building has been selected and will be used when $1 million is raised.  

A $1 million grant has been secured for Utah’s place 6,500 sq. ft.  Neighborhood zoned residential with a few churches – S. Church St.  People often meet each other at Hospitality House and pool their money and rent a place together.  Two or three people are still there from the beginning.  Police bring people, drinkers refused, social worker helps to process the mentally ill.  If you give people something for nothing they will take it for granted and we must teach reciprocity.  Has a house meeting everyday at 4:30 pm.  Everyone does chores and we make demands and make sure everyone takes the chore and does the chore.  Male homeless particularly skillful repairmen, (females are probably homeless because they are lousy cooks).  Have sleeping mats and big room.  Make sure the church is cleaner than when we arrived.  Not a single fundamentalist church.  The synagogue and Buddhists temples participate.   Men and women are separated sometimes only by a row of chairs.  Most guests are men and for a short time last fall there was nearly an even ratio of men and women.  There is a growing number of women.   If you want any more help from Hospitality House.  Church donated a bus that was expensive.  Homeless shelter serves about 50 a night.  People from churches bring lunch.  Two staff monitor all day.  Full time social worker.  Social worker is essential.  Close at 8 am and open at 1pm.  Apparently no shelter is open constantly.  If people come in high on marijuana it’s not a problem.  Marijuana possession is not permitted.  Breathalyze for alcohol because alcoholics are a nuisance.  Drunks thrown out come back civil.  

Carol admits to a personality disorder (still no subscription) as a professor of ethics at SOU.  I diagnose the situation as non-multiple personality disorder.  As a City Councilwoman in the totalitarian Democratic and Republican (DR) two party system she must step down from the absolute leadership of the Citizen’s Homeless Coalition that she is the founder of.   We, the citizens need to speak, read and write for the patronage of City Hall for our mutual emergency homeless shelter grant declaration under AMC 2.62.030 and the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act  42USC(119)(IV)(C)§11383 by continuing these bi-weekly meetings.  The initial issue we are more concerned about than embarking on yet another grassroots democracy is will Carol and City Hall continue to come to the meeting?  We, the lazy and greedy consumers of free meals and homeless shelter grants greatly appreciate the opportunity to talk more than 90 seconds with the City of Ashland.  What we would actually hope for is a bi-weekly presentation of what is going on in City Council and City Hall at large and specifically on the homeless issue.  
The suggestion of a floating leader was presented but the real question of power transfer in a non-governmental Homeless Coalition franchise, from one elected Citycouncilwoman to the People involves (1) the political machinery of the newsletter, which Carol is unable to “member” to email me, keeping her foot in the door of federal coup d’etat, and (2) the subscription list.  Her inexplicable behavior, to imply that I am a creep is not within the rights of an undercover city councilwoman, has been noted, and the Mayor has removed Carol as liaison.  Why does the Democratic or Republican (DR) nonpolitical scientist wish to do battle like the skilled-nursing staff at the Armed Forces Retirement Home regarding the Council of Elders?  Once again our primary consideration is that Carol set aside her professional bitterness about the failure of state medical boards, the height of professional ethics, to settle, and master government ethics, and sit on her laurels as the founder of the Citizens Homeless Coalition  or, I ask again, any renaming of the organization for the purpose of filing for nonprofit statue to close the urban rest center and highway sign, to Ashland or Chautaqua Homeless Campaign?               

I regret my list of candidates and email service is unjust.  The issue of grassroots democracy requires more debate as we do not wish to antagonize Carol, Council or City Hall as they have suddenly decided to entertain their +/-40 year? discrimination against AMC 2.62.030 and the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act  42USC(119)(IV)(C)§11383.

Sandra retired trying to be useful in community, trying advocacy strength.  

Housing Commission that administers CBDG.  

Aaron professional homeless person.

Jessica Houk puts out Ashland Free Press.

Carol teaches ethical thinking at SOU and happens to be on City Council.

Helga good meeting attender.

Non-profit committee report small group trying to start something to umbrella projects to provide better services to the homeless.  Looking for people with more experience with nonprofits before sending off for our number.

Regina, day center committee with Heidi have been continuing discussion regarding an urban rest stop with day center.  Submitted proposal to Council.  The first thing needed is a non-profit.  This group is the most likely sponsor.  Needs a fundraising component to effort.  And possibly grant writing in the spring of 2012-2013.  
Jerry is ER doctor and owner of Jackson Wellsprings is reported to want to see an Occupy the grove meeting go to council because the grove is the best place and he is also reported as saying he is open to alternatives, and could be more self-interested in the homeless teepee.  He tried to give presentation to Council but 90 seconds was not enough.  Parks and Recs done ground work considering transferring the grove to the police station.  Undesirable for homeless to rub elbows with the police.  The homeless need professional social work and/or Mormon style majority non-government.  

Plaza watch is needed because proprietors are scared.  Councilors need to focus.  Carol and fired as liaison to the Homeless Committee.  Dennis Slatery switched sides and made motion to continue the steering committee.  Exclusionary zone ordinance can be written narrowly so that illegally sleeping and scattering rubbish are prohibited but must be written to prevent abuse of this power by limiting to crimes in breech of the peace - assault, giving alcohol to minors etc. or after three warnings regarding smoking marijuana or some other harmless offense against public order.  

City wants to redesign Plaza and remove the benches and plant flowers.  Homeless can hopefully help plant.  

Alan Sandler the homeless house work trade shelter went to city council meeting.  Looked into
building six houses, on the outside of town, for the price of two.   There is trailer for rent for $275 a month but Aaron is not a skilled enough realtor to rent it to my left foot for a week or two.  

Gregaline House, presumed nonpresent Councilperson, wants to start discussions with Jackson County Mental Health to get services.  Council swallowed the Green Giant psychiatric drug salesman, withdrawing vandal, hook line and sinker and must now be very careful about the morality of the mental health intervention they get from Jackson County whose amendments of the Flood provisions of their Land Ordinance precede every major flood (silver iodide and cloud seeding must be prohibited, with criminal penalties, in this statute).  To ensure moral mental health intervention and cheer up of Linda Reid and the Housing Commission in general, this mental health professional should focus on swiftly re-supplying psychiatric drug addicts with their drugs without using them to as soldiers and must prove their integrity by “weeding” the psychiatric drugs prescribed inordinately in foster care.  In Ashland these foster care kids may refuse psychiatric medication, if they are old and wise enough to do so, but the epidemic of pharmaculture in foster care.  Our foster kids seem privileged to absolutely corrupt the benevolence of the McKinney Vento-Homeless Assistance Act Grant and this is probably better than getting them a specialized foster care grant.  Ashland Emergency Homeless Assistance funds should increase but the City must respect sanderstony@live.com , protect the mutual self-interest in consulting fees to fulfill the Ashland Watershed Evaluation of Rogue Valley in Southern Oregon, in style of Chautauqua Homeless Campaign v. Mt. Ashland Defenders www.title24uscode.org/Ashlandwatershed.doc

Carol Voisin, city councilwoman informs: The next Citizen’s Homeless Coalition meeting will be hosted in the Gresham Reading Room at the Public Library at 2 pm on Thursday April 5, 2012.  The City Council vote is coming up and it is extremely unlikely that the Homeless Steering Committee will be re-authorized.  The homeless issue will be put under the umbrella of housing.  This is the right thing to do.  State and local homeless laws are too discriminatory for the City to speak first.  It was nice of Carol and others affiliated with City Council, namely Linda Reid, Low-Income Housing Coordinator, to host the Homeless Coalition meetings.  We hope they continue to play an active role in getting Ms. Reid to pay for an Ashland homeless shelter and Lithia Park campground from Jackson County’s $317,000 annual budget plus annual winnings.  
Linda stated: You have to be a nonprofit to receive CBDG grant funds are determined if they are eligible and are sent to housing commission and then to city council who makes recommendations.  Public service activities are limited to 20% of grants, ($24,000).  If you write a grant for a day center you should have a facility in mind, population and budget.  After agreement signed by HUD and recipient grant begins to reimburse for expenses.  Jackson County receives $317,000 from McKinney-Vento Emergency Homeless Assistance Act Grant annually and got some more in a bonus round, non-profit status is not required, and this grant is the only legitimate financial objective of any homeless campaign provided by the laws in our jurisdiction.  Most of it goes to schools (psychiatric drug pushing foster care?).     

The urban rest stop is an excellent idea, but it is not a homeless issue.  An urban rest center is quite the revolutionary dodge of the anti-homeless and panhandler propaganda.  Likewise it is unwise to fight the camping prohibition before the City even tries the emergency homeless shelter and camping declaration under AMC 2.62.030.  The homeless want a shelter and day center, so do budget travelers, the rich benefit most from not being subsidized.  Government must cater to the poor or go bankrupt trying to satisfy the demands created by middle and upper class dependencies.  Ashland officers must stop being divided about the homeless issue and conquer the McKinney Vento Homeless Assistance act. 
The City of Ashland clearly needs to forget their decades of judicial delinquency regarding the camping prohibition to receive their fair share of the McKinney Vento “Emergency” Homeless Assistance by issuing an emergency declaration for a Pioneer Hall homeless shelter and day center on unrented days and “$5 a night wilderness camping, Native Americans and indigents making less than $1,000 a month camp free” box at the swimming hole in the summer and across the street from the band-shell in the winter under AMC 2.62.030 that states:   

A. The declaration by the city administrator of a state of emergency shall:

1. State the nature of the emergency.  
2. Designate the geographical boundaries of the area subject to the emergency controls.
3. State the duration of time during which the area so designated shall remain an emergency area.
4. State any special regulations imposed as a result of the state of emergency. 

B. The ratification by the council may also authorize additional specific emergency powers for the duration of the emergency period set forth in the declaration.  
Linda Reid, City of Ashland Low Income Housing Coordinator, is therefore asked to write that “check” to the City, from Jackson County’s $317,000 annual plus this year’s winnings, via the Housing and City Councils for (1) the rental of Pioneer Hall to serve as a homeless shelter 7 days a week, 365 days a year and day center, with kitchen, but no showers, on days when it is not rented and (2) twice annual grass-seeding and 24 hour vandalism insurance for the bathrooms at the summer camp at the swimming hole and winter camp by the band-shell.  Alternatively it should not be difficult to write a check to Jackson Wellsprings for immediate implementation of the homeless teepee idea, provided the +/- $3,000 cost of the teepee is insured against damages.     

Crime: Diversion program for people who are ticketed for breaking the law they can work out some sort of alternative work program.  Exclusionary zone is if you commit specified sentences you can be given notice whereby you are not permitted to go to a certain place ie. the Plaza, under penalty of trespassing.  Camping illegally is not a crime that triggers exclusion and we are fighting to decriminalize it.  Better not to fight City Hall.  There is no need to fear evil walking in the shadow of that valley of death if you have faith in the emergency homeless shelter and camping declaration under AMC 2.62.030 for the emergency homeless shelter funds that the federal government is obligated to make available under the McKinney-Vento Emergency Assistance Act c/o Ms. Reid.  

Alan Sandler’s wife called to complain a homeless person was pooping on their property near a bar on an elevator and upstairs on the carpet.  Might have been bar patron.  Very likely to have blown a psych “ward” with our interview of Jackson County psychiatric services the week before.  Further implicated in this paranoid delusion is the unlicensed “Go Nuts” Lehrberger family idea to allow the homeless to vend nuts, coinciding with the pre-release of the hacked document I shall attempt to cut into chapters so that it can be properly published on the Internet today, without even getting to the KSKQ antennae part that I hope to work on with Dan Goines this month.  “Go Nuts” is just asking for a lesson on the hazards of vesting trust in the concept of mental illness for an otherwise sound business venture selling those nuts and dried berries I crave to buy from the Jackson Wellsprings office bins at competitive prices before purchasing them from street vendors who shouldn’t be used as examples in the violent class struggle against aggressive panhandling, merely employed for mutual benefit.  What I mean to say is we all felt compelled to insure Dan Goines, the host of a Monday evening KSKQ radio talk show, the $800 he needs to do the work to repair the vandalism to his classic pick-up truck, that he sleeps in, at Evo’s parking lot.  The perpetrator, 320lb. Green Giant, whose psychiatric meds and bag had been stolen also set fire to a stairwell on Main St. before winding up in jail on the way to prison. Apparently the Green Giant didn’t like Dan’s KSKQ radio show.  How nice it would be if we managed to insure our 501(3)(c) and actually pay real victims, not just token stool pigeons, for actual damages to innocent victims, like no malpractice liability insurance ever has.  Thank God March Madness and National Social Work Month is over for the Citizens Coalition for the Homeless.
Treasury: Should homeless coalition apply for non-profit status with liability insurance, ability to collect donations and receive volunteers?  Much criticism -must be directly connected to homeless shelter demand, prose indicates a preference for 527 political organization when taxes (grant) has been paid, Aaron the only person who would conceivably benefit from the status does not like the idea.  Dot makes a winning case, why stop us from filing for 501(3)(c) status?  
We haven’t been unified enough to create an impact.   I shall send all of you and the people I forgot a link to the full Mt. Ashland Watershed petition when I get it published.  For the time being the attachment at the end of this email does work, it is just slow.    
Thursday March 8, 2012 2-3pm 

16 people attended.  The weather was very nice.
Rosetta Shaye works for Jackson County Mental Health talking about what is happening in the county.  I don’t know what is happening in the county.  I can tell you about our services and how to access them.  We mostly serve people with Oregon Health Plan.  People with OHP can be assessed for services 8am-1pm and give them information and then would get a call to see who they are assigned to.  For people without OHP there are two crisis workers 8am-5pm and emergency response team at hospitals and wherever people need to be assessed.  There are three people working with us who are investigators for hospital admissions.  Drop-in group 3-4 pm structured group for people to learn and if they are still upset can see crisis worker.  Decides if they need crisis management, case worker, skills trainer.  Skills trainer help teach daily activity.  Case managers more long term.  It seems the people are more severely mentally ill (psychotic) than normal.  March typically has the highest rate of mental illness of the year.  People won’t take their meds they won’t be hospitalized.  Normally people are hospitalized if they are suicidal, homicidal or can’t care for themselves.  The mental hospital is at Rogue Valley Medical Center.  People with OHP can take Translink but the treatment place is in Medford and people need to get there.  The police can bring people to Rogue Valley.  People who are not on OHP will still be hospitalized.  People who qualify for OHP in my mind are not qualified.  They have a monthly lottery but I don’t know how to access that.    Book 4 State Mental Institution Library Education (SMILE) amends Chapter 4 St. Elizabeth’s Hospitals §161-230 incorporating Chapter 9 §321-329 Hospitalization of Mentally Ill Nationals Returned from Foreign Countries at §189-194.  
Taking into consideration the police shootings the Mental Health System should presume an influx of experimental synthetic hallucinogens, probably from OHSU in Portland to the Rogue Valley region.  These hallucinogens typically cause two days of severe psychosis and then a bad decision that prolongs the mental illness.  

14 years ago Morningstar had a nervous breakdown and wound up in First North.  They helped to get on OHP.  Had two case managers.  The goal planning everything can’t speak highly enough of the program.  The stigma of mental illness is so horrendous the opportunity to be part of the community is huge.  My husband is also bi-polar, god rest his soul.  I have seen all kinds of equation.        

The urgent response team 799-HELP has access to the crisis therapists as well.  However often there is only one crisis therapist on call for a 48 hour shift.  They are therefore often backlogged and unable to go out into the community.  People who don’t have OHP usually get on it after they are helped by the county.  This depends if they cooperate in our program.  The urgent response team is usually contacted. People with dual diagnosis of mental illness and drug addiction will work with ark and other organizations to get them the help they need. Jefferson Behavioral Health supervises three counties and keeps statistics on for instance how many people we assess.   The City is hoping to get a group together to help people in need, but there are liability issues.   Conflict Resolution Center (CRC) in Grant’s Pass is a respite center that doesn’t take people with drugs in their system and it is a long process getting enrolled.  They need medical records and blood tests.  There are two sides.  Locked for people on mental health hold and another outpatient side.  Transitional housing is a nice alternative.  
Lee.  Open table model has transitional housing, mental health expert.  The model calls for 12 brothers and sisters for 12 months that bring to the table a specific skill, law, medicine, etc.  It is a licensed model that costs $500 a year.  It has training that everyone is required to take.  Getting an underwriter and hoping for a faith based partner to help fund the effort.  Accepting one sister and getting the table together.  It will be another sixty days before another person is admitted and another table is prepared.  We must gather the tools and script to be successful people.  
Sara, Palo Alto plan sluggish wants to get message out to the community.  People who signed on to this project are in and out of Ashland.  Going herself to Mexico for a few weeks, then to Nicaragua for six months, then returning back here.  
Sangay.  Laura is the composting mission specialist.  They have a farm, produce compost that is used to grow the vegetables they produce.  The waste stream is seen as not attractive but that is where the fun is.  Laura is trying to convince the restaurants and is self-motivated.  It already happens at the community garden at Hersey and Water St. under the supervision of the Parks and Recreation Division, across the street from the Free Box, Recycling Center and Skate Park.  There is historical precedent for this flood plain to be farmed.   There are 46 lots with a stable that can be developed for composting an permaculture.  There is research that says if you get dirt on your hands you might be more mentally healthy.  

$4 showers at Jackson Wellsprings.  The trailer park and camp spigots needs Medford Big Butte Springs drinking water piped in from the highway.
Wednesday and Saturday in the mornings to collect signatures for the Right to Sleep Campaign.  Occupy General Assembly Sunday 2-4 at Peace House.

La Clinica van is doing well.  Word is getting out and there are plenty of people.  Dentist, Madrid DDS waiting for his equipment to be installed in van, probably in about two weeks.  Needs volunteers willing to go through Community Works background check.  We need men and women to volunteer.  They will be fed at Uncle Foods.  La Clinica put $1 million on a street we need to support them with volunteers.  Community Works has a street youth outreach program that feeds at the park and provides supplies to homeless youth.  
Money for homeless needs to go to homeless shelter.  What to do about the aggressive anti-handling propaganda?  Shane Jolley, Ashland’s pre-eminent panhandler, Christmas Eve death on the Ashland Plazam, choking on a 4 oz piece of steak, was sufficient to lodge an injunction against the Ashland Chamber of Commerce panhandling survey in the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals.  The language in their survey is too abusive to cede an inch.  The estate of Shane Jolley has an interest in the donations the Chamber of Commerce has collected, falsely impersonating a panhandler, and the entire community is fearful of what the Chamber of Commerce intends to do with the money.  A homeless shelter could take all the money.
Next meeting March 22 is a very important meeting.     

Thursday February 23, 2012 2-3pm
20 people attended.

Carol is an undercover City Councilor, surprise.  Aaron Fletcher returned to town and informed me Carol does have a newsletter.  Would Carol, who once responded, please email me her newsletter?  Aaron arrived late and has been asked to take my $20,000 bill to his boss Alan Sandler and for a second time to include a link in his homeless shelter flyer to the simple version of Community Shelter and Camping Declaration HA-24-12-11.  Problems have arisen at the Monday morning shower and breakfast and they have been getting a lot of complaints from the neighbors regarding the loitering and pot smoking that occurs when people are waiting for a shower.  The pastor has decided that this is going to be the last year for this service.  They usually get going in May and start up again in September.  There are 9,000 to 9,500 registered voters in Ashland’s population of slightly greater than 20,000.

Ruth told Aaron and I the truth.  I hope she gets this message.  The winter Sunday and cold weather shelter has been going on for 6 years.  It started at Peace Church, where she is a member, moved between the Methodist and Presbyterian church until settling on the Presbyterian church.  Ruth works on the Sunday shelters that are going to continue through April.  NAMI sponsored Forum at the Presbyterian Church in Medford at Saturday March 24, 2012 responds to police activity in Medford, subsequent to the Medford 6 and Bend 8: Trespassing on a Conflict of Interest HA-11-1-12 where I accept the double rainbow and green hat on the firehydrant as compensation for the chemical stains in the sweatpants and polypropylene long johns at my first Homeless Coalition meeting at the Peace Church on Thursday Dec. 27 granted A woman must not wear men’s clothing nor a man wear women’s clothing, for the Lord your God detests anyone who does this (Deuteronomy 22:5) at page 26.

I am resolved to beg Rev. Pamela Shephard for both our breakfast and a $100 antibiotic Visa loan for the entire White Trash Cancer Support Group, denied by Carol and hereby include Peace Church and the Presbyterian Church in my homeless campaign email list.  The police chief came and the reverend needs to be reassured that neither she nor the community need to be afraid.  If she can find it in her heart to forgive us I will remind people not to smoke pot on the grounds.   Peace Church rocks.  The volunteers will need to find an alternative location and maybe should consider more frequent, daily or three meals a day service that provide enough fruit, vegetables and grains such as oatmeal to eat a full vegan meal.  I informed the attendees that I should soon be done with the Ashland Watershed Evaluation titled Chautauqua Homeless Campaign v. Mt. Ashland Defenders addressed as an application for certiorari at the request of Linda Reid. 
Linda Reid, is the City of Ashland Low Income Housing Coordinator works seasonally to plan one big event for the Jackson County Homeless campaign.  They give out bus tickets.  But it might be difficult for many people with animals to avail of the free veterinary care.  I am sorry I did not get a copy of the flyer but I have many friends with animals and no cars who might walk or run with a big pack of dogs and cats to Medford.  I have added your email address to this list.  

The first paragraph of Chautauqua Homeless Campaign v. Mt. Ashland Defenders now proudly states:
Linda Reid, the City of Ashland, Oregon Low Income Housing Coordinator Linda Reid agreed the U.S. Supreme Court could serve as forum conveniens for the Homeless Campaign to conclude the decade long Sierra Club injunction against the ski expansion on the Mt. Ashland Watershed in the 9th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals after informing me that the Gordon v. Sansone application for certiorari had been denied as requested in Chapter 2 Occupy Ashland Watershed of the Occupy Ashland Report on Occupy Wall St. HA-11-11-11.  The legal briefs, scientific research and development proposals referred to by the Sierra Club are not public on the Internet, nor have they responded to provide this information, nor have they written to express any interest in collaborating to redress the loss of free camping at Lithia Park to the plagiarism of camping prohibited tickets at the time ski lift tickets and the Oregon Shakespeare Festival came into circulation around the 1960s ending the Chautauqua Association’s century long tradition of free camping in Lithia Park.  Nonetheless, the Rogue Group Sierra Club has enough credit with local environmentalists, including the Mt. Ashland Defenders who boycott the ski resort, to conclude the ski expansion and are due fees.  It would be nice for the City of Ashland and Sierra Club to publish the scientific documents on the Internet but the Mt. Ashland Defenders are resigned to the Sierra Club’s choice of Community Alternative 5 and require that a minimum of $600,000 be saved to dredge the reservoir at all times, $1.2 million to start the ski resort expansion, wherefore $600,000 in matching funds are requested from the federal government.  

The four other unresolved Ashland Watershed issues that have arisen to complete the panorama are (1) the homeless issues of free camping in Lithia Park, an Ashland homeless shelter and $1 per capita homeless assistance grant (2) the public flood defense funds needed to replace the flood damaged cabins with condos and extend Medford city water line to the trailer park at Jackson Wellsprings (3) the Ashland Community hospital is requested to remove all carpeting from the hospital and safely dispose of rather than “burn the books” in their painstakingly poisoned medical library at the negligently named Diagnostic and Surgery Center, with the carpeted waiting room, that failed, on at least one occasion, to prescribe metronidazole (Flagyl ER) before performing an appendectomy and (4) the white campers and squatters have agreed to remove the two remaining trash piles from the Jackson Wellsprings neighborhood, but require the donation of a dumpster from Recology.  This brief is therefore been prepared to enable the City of Ashland to collect the federal grant money these projects are due, $600,000 for dredging the reservoir, $20,000 annually for a homeless shelter, $100,000 for Jackson Wellsprings flood defenses, and $30,000 in fees other than the Sierra Club; bringing the total FY 2012 cost to $750,000.  Bearing witness to the return of $375 billion in TARP funds to the General Fund and payment of SSI with OASDI from FY 2012, the City of Ashland hereby uses their authority to liquidate the $47 billion in unspent distressed homeowner assistance under Chapter 3 Ashland Community Shelter and Camping Declaration of the TARP Winter Shelter Close-out HA-31-12-11.   

Allie works for the Mazlow project in Medford that serves homeless youth up to age 21 under the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act.  Started off in the Medford School district serving 2,000 new students.  In Medford they see 1,400 students on a regular basis and in Ashland just started working with youth homeless and have identified 91 homeless youths and this number is expected to rise.    

Morningstar, who serves Saturday free meal, is on strike until she finds a home.   

Raven came back from California.  There are a number of programs that require compliance with drug and alcohol rehabilitation and also for people with disabilities.  15 emergency beds in Palo Alto owned by Invision, financed 70% from contract and 30% goes to team members and 20% goes to administration.  They pay workers with $5 vouchers.  A lot of people who initially complained about the shelter are now volunteers.   There will be follow up on several other shelters in other cities.  This trip seems to have broken the Palo Alto monopoly of truths learned.  
Emery Way’s Legalize Sleep Campaign, recognized anti-capitalist by City Council.  They have collected around 630 signatures so far in the database and about another 100 circulating through the community.  Petitioning from the Plaza on Saturday and SOU on Wednesdays at noon.  
Sanjay one eyed toothless man came to Ashland and works primarily at Buddhist center.  Did background check on police chief who was here last week and he has done a lot of good work for all sorts of disadvantaged people.  Helped set up La Clinica visit to Uncle Food’s.  14 people were treated, screened and processed.  Linda, Fay, Ezmerelda and nurse Paris helped.  Their grant money comes from their training treating migrant families.  
The Palo Alto project has adapted to be the working project to feel out the community for influential people who can provide their time and services.  We are powerful and want to get a hold of other people’s money (and obviously don’t know how to read $20,000 bills www.title24uscode.org/Ashlandshelter.doc ).  No offense.  

Thursday February 9, 2012 2-3:30pm
19 people attended, including Ashland police chief Holderness.  HUD credits the time contributed by volunteers at the rate of $5 per hour under 24CFR§576.51(b).  Volunteers are federally compensated for work-related injuries or claims for damages or loss under 24USC(10)§422 (d).  In just one-and-a-half hour meeting we are due $142.50.  After a year of meeting bi-weekly the Citizen’s Homeless Coalition is due an estimated $3,847.50.  The census may have taken another 100 hours or $500.  If the 213 homeless people counted in the January 2012 Homeless census were credited for the hours they spend every week walking out of the city limits to comply with the camping ban and other homeless related community services the weekly total comes to $21,300 a week or $1,150,200 a year.     
Occupy Report: Legalize Sleep campaign still petitioning from the Plaza on Saturday and SOU on Wednesdays at noon.  Around 600 signatures so far.  Legalize sleep campaign officially announced to City Council.  

La Clinica van is outfitted and ready to start servicing Ashland.  Starting on the February 21st 1-5:30 pm at Uncle Food’s on Tuesday.  No charge for services. 

Homeless count.  Thank everyone for helping with this.  16 people contributed time.  The forms were turned into the county yesterday.  Interesting and enlightening to talk to homeless people.  It was a good experience.  256 forms returned covering around 300 people.  21 duplicates.  Ivy went to school district and got list of homeless school children.  71 school children qualify as homeless in Ashland, more were federally qualified  because they were staying, couch surfing, with someone.  142 homeless adults were counted in Ashland, 114 males and 28 females.  The official total for all ages is 213.  
178 people lived in Ashland.  Others are part time and others are passing through.  Most respondents were going to camp the night of the survey, other slept in a doorway or in their vehicle, four were squatting in a vacant building, probably without permission.  From the length of time homeless question it looks like the Ashland homeless population is increasing at a rate of around 15 a month.  Average length of time homeless is about 4 years amongst respondents.   Most in demand are showers, shelters and a day center followed by medical and dental care, mailing address and lockers or secure place to put their belongings.  There is a lot of support from people and the churches but it is insufficient.  
Ruth: we have seen the numbers going up at Uncle Food’s and elsewhere.  We are experiencing much higher numbers than last year.  In terms of the way we look at data it seems that the increase is going to continue if people can camp legally or illegally in the area.  The lack of resources to deal with mental illness needs to be addressed.  St. Vincent DePaul training is needed to deal with mental illness and file with Social Security.  Physical and developmental disabilities are also common amongst the homeless.  People self-medicate to treat manic bi-polar conditions with alcohol and other drugs.  We have to raise our level of understanding on these issues.  

Chief Holderness: Oregon is a good place to be homeless.  It’s cold in the winter but California has gotten scary and the West Coast is pretty nice.  Under Oregon law if someone is not able to take care of their welfare or others they can be held in custody for 72 hours but there is a shortage of behavioral health beds.  Use of force in the treatment of mental illness occurs less than 30 times a year and extreme force maybe a couple of times a year.  
Heidi: It is not certain if City Council will reauthorize the committee.  The committee would like to make that happen.  They support programs that help people get out of homelessness.  We cannot import solutions from elsewhere.  Survey helps.  Programs in Fontana had a lot of impact getting people with needs together with people without needs.  Both had significant support.  Lot of discussion about undesirable behaviors and exclusionary zone.  7 downtown business people may be a downtown problem.  Don’t reintroduce exclusionary rule.  The exclusionary zone allows people who have charged with disturbing the peace to be arrested after receiving a warning and being told to leave the area.  Steering committee voted to look at behavioral issues downtown.  If problems are identified.  It is possible something good will come of it but not likely a methodological approach based on perception rather than behavior.  I feel the Homeless Steering Committee should not be re-authorized as they infringe upon a politically unstable non-profit issue and have done nothing but join the plagiarizing Left in not reading the Ashland Community Shelter and Camping Declaration HA-24-12-11 www.title24uscode.org/Ashlandshelter.htm  as cited in the TARP Winter Shelter Close-out HA-31-12-11 www.title24uscode.org/tarp.doc 
Composting a solution restaurants would be asked to put food and paper waste in barrels that could be hauled away daily on bicycles with trailers and taken to a municipal composting center.   

Tony: Jerry at Jackson Wellsprings wants to get a dumpster donated from Recology so that we can clean up the last big pile of trash from campers.  He wants a highly public event to get the message “Pack it Out” to the campers throughout the Pacific Northwest.  He is willing to provide showers and laundry for the volunteers. The economy of scale of this organized pick-up will however limit the free showers for volunteers to just one for everyone.  Campers in the Pacific Northwest need to learn to “Pack it Out”.  When camping in the Pacific Northwest one moves to a campsite/trash pile, cleans it up and it is yours to camp.  White men can’t take out the trash.  Nonetheless Bob, Majick and I have cleaned up the Ashland watershed and Jackson wellsprings campsites and there is only the one five or ten trash pile by the railroad tracks above Jackson Wellsprings.   Jackson Wellsprings provides a lot of the services for the homeless, and nearly all the moral support for free camping.  Jackson Wellspings needs better work-trade credits in the winter and might be eligible for some or even the lion’s share of the $20,000 McKinney Vento Homeless Assistance for maybe a free winter teepee, camping and showers for homeless work-traders www.title24uscode.org/Ashlandshelter.htm

First, a moment of silence for Elias Angel Ruiz who was shot and killed by Medford police on Sunday January 22, 2012.  This occurred the weekend Carol and Heidi were scheduled to meet with Ashland police chief Holderness.  The police chief is really supportive with anything we come up with.  We will bring him back when we have need of his input.  Business leader Alan Deboer, also wants to be part of Palo Alto proposal.      

Occupy Ashland petition.  Four hundred signatures after a week and a half.  Two weekly petition days at Wednesday at noon at SOU and the other on Saturday at noon at the Plaza.   These survey usually draw 80 signatures a time.  Ahead of schedule to get 5,000 signatures by August.    The ultimate intent is to get from the city a public declaration to provide a legal place to sleep and build a voting block around homeless issues.  
Fran Adams on the Homeless Count.  The official count is only 22 homeless people in Ashland and we want to get a more accurate count.  A lot of people are helping and we have been getting a lot of feedback.  Getting a name and description takes about a minute.  This takes time so more surveyors are needed.  More surveyors would help.  Tuesday is the last day for the count because we have to turn in the front page to the count.  Be sure to turn in your results by Wednesday, February 1, 2012.  Put surveys in envelope and deliver to the Center for Creative Change 11am-5pm Tues. – Fri.  Local stats should be done by the next meeting on Thursday February 9, 2012.
La Clinica mobile clinic coming to Ashland Valentine’s Day February 14, 2012.  They want 12-14 interested people if they are to come.  They will be here 1-6pm every Tuesday.  Eventually it will be free dental but now it is just medical.  
Palo Alto downtown street plan has been successful.  Weekly meetings for people to improve self-esteem and job search skills.  Once people show commitment to showing up to meetings and doing 20 hours of work, they receive food and vouchers.  Will contract with city, business-owners.  Can’t steal panhandle or threaten violence.  People are not subjected to criminal background check.  Need office space for meeting, with kitchen, showers, etc.  Once people are in program they can receive work referrals.  Success of program measured by number of people who graduate from program and get jobs in the community.  Housing vouchers unlike to work in Ashland.  Someone from Palo Alto coming to Ashland to talk.  Raven is leaving Sunday to get information on California homeless programs.  

Jackson Wellsprings, both a for profit and nonprofit corporation, needs to be incorporated in to the Homeless Campaign because they are located outside the city limits and provide the vast majority of services for the homeless during the summer through their work-trade in the organic garden for a spa pass program.  In the winter, and year round, camping in the surrounding woodlands is not only legal but it is the most commonly used legal campsite within walking distance from Ashland.   
City of Ashland Ad Hoc Homelessness Steering Committee must redefine their mission or end in a couple of months.  In my opinion, the city paid the wrong people after the lead homeless activist fled town after a formal speaking engagement at SOU.   So far the Committee has only managed to install a $1,000 a year porto-potty that was used as a gas chamber by a perverted park worker when I finally used it recently.  A higher level of scientific understanding than previously existed is necessary before one petitions the government to avoid the semblance of bribery, graft and conflict of interest.  The existence of this Ad hoc homeless committee explains why the Citizen’s Homeless Coalition has not been arrested for their frivolous and insecure lobbying like the Medford 6 and Bend 8: Trespassing on a Conflict of Interest www.title24uscode.org/medford6.doc  But plagiarizing instead the recent article, that remains, with considerable room for amendment to incorporate the many fine ideas of meeting participants, the most comprehensive official document, in fact only legal document that cites the civil code, for stating the case of the homeless in Ashland, titled Ashland Community Shelter and Camping Declaration www.title24uscode.org/Ashlandshelter.htm
