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International Children’s Census

In the year 2000 there were an estimated 2.147 billion children in the world
, 35% of the 6,234,250,387 world population
.  1.880 billion, 87.5%, of these children live in underdeveloped nations.  

Thanks to medical advances the international mortality rate of children under the age of 5 declined from 93 to 83 deaths per 1,000 births.  Sub-Saharan Africa has the highest child mortality rate of 175 per 1,000 whereas industrialized nations suffer only 6 child deaths per 1,000
.  

In industrialized nations 96% of primary school age children were enrolled in schools whereas only 60% enrolled in Sub-Saharan Africa, 71% in South Asia, 80% in the Middle East, 95% in East Asia, 91.5% in Latin America and 85% in the former USSR
.

The global campaign to eradicate polio by providing support for large scale inoculation of children is one of the World Health Organizations most stunning successes.  Since the program began in 1988 polio rates have dropped 99% from an estimated 345,000 cases in 1988 to 4,000 cases in 2000
.  The sister campaign to reduce maternal mortality by half has not been successful in making an impact on the international maternal mortality rate of 1 in 75 women who die in childbirth. In Sub-Saharan Africa maternal mortality is 1 in every 13 births whereas in industrialized nations the death rate is 1 in 4,100.  The rates for the other regions are as follows, 1 in 55 for South Asia, 1 in 55 for the Middle East, 1 in 60 for Latin America, 1 in 280 for East Asia, 1 in 800 for the former USSR
.  

Due to modern contraceptives used by 73% of married couples
 in developed nations there are slightly more adults than there are children, who are in turn slightly more numerous than the elderly who did not have access to contraceptives until they reached middle-age.  The graph of the age cohorts of developed nations looks like a cylinder that is slightly larger in the middle.  In developing nations, where birth control is used by only 47% of married couples there are many more children than adults, who are in turn more numerous than the elderly.  The graph of this demographic behavior demonstrates the traditional pyramidal structure of four or more children families

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A child becomes eligible for kindergarten at the age of 5 or 6 in some birthdays that extend into the following year.  Public Education runs until that age of 18 when the average U.S. student completes the 12th Grade of High School.  There are an estimated 4 million high school graduates every year in the USA.

It is our opinion that every student in the USA should receive $10,000 upon graduation from high school or completion of their GED from the government and/or family in order to afford college.  

Teachers receive remuneration in excess of the $12,000 poverty line, typically from $24,000 to $50,000 per year.  Perhaps with appropriate tax relief teachers would be able to pay their classes with their monthly Federal Taxes in accordance with Title IV Parties Fed. Civ. R. 23 Class Action, perhaps as much as $10 per student, 100 student estimate = $1,000 per month per class or child, tax deductible expense, for teacher’s and/or parents (who can afford far more than $10 per child per week).
To promote education parents are recommended to financially subscribe to the schoolwork and/or continuing education of their child no matter what their age, race, gender, disability or condition of servitude.  Children are likewise recommended to subscribe to the literate endeavors of their parents in hope of recognition.
In 2000, 86% of young adults had completed high school, a slight increase since 1972 when it was 83%
.
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The overall academic of achievement of U.S. citizens is average for 1st world countries with 82% of the population completing high school.  Another 516,000, got their General Educational Development (GED) credential in 1999
.  The 2001 No Child Left Behind Act offers to integrate all children into communities that are tested yearly for educational achievement.

College Education is granted upon financial merit and not all classes of humans are yet eligible for scholarships although it is simple for a steady part-time employee to save enough for a degree from a community college and/or write for living making roughly $1,000 per month unless business investments or employment are exceedingly successful.

Education is administrated by government and private non-profit schools in order to promote academic achievement and literacy. Thanks to continuing education courses there are nearly an equal number of 25-34 year olds in college as there are high school students.

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The level of a person’s academic achievement is the greatest factor contributing to the various degrees of wealth exhibited in our society.  Through hard work and maturity it is a simple matter for any living human being to achieve a college diploma and/or professional income sufficient to support a family before they become too old to be marriageable.  Females with college education make 1/3 more than their male counterpart’s, females with less than a high school education make ¼ less than their male peers.

The gainfulness of employment, is based primarily, but not exclusively, upon level of academic achievement, although income varies wildly by individual from the poverty line of $10,000 yearly, to middle class at $24,000 per year to $100,000 per year for the wealthy.  The overall literacy rate in the USA is estimated at about 96% by the Dept. of Education.  

In 1999, about half of all adults 25 and above reported reading regularly, defined as reading a newspaper once a week, at least one magazine regularly, and a book in the past 6 months

· About 3 in 10 children lived in single-parent homes in 1998. 

· While most children (84%) in single-parent families lived with their mothers in 1998, an increasing proportion was living with their fathers. Between 1970 and 1997, the proportion of children in single-parent homes living with their fathers grew from 9% to 16%. 

· A never-married parent is becoming more common in single-parent homes. Between 1970 and 1998, there was a five-fold increase in the proportion of children living with a never-married parent. 

· In 1998, 1 in 10 children living with both parents lived below the poverty level compared to 4 in 10 living with only one parent. 

· Children living only with their mothers were more than twice as likely to live in poverty than those living with only their fathers (47% vs. 20%).

.  The fertility rate of juveniles has declined in the past decade to 1980’s levels.

Provisional 2000 data showed the divorce rate to be 1,135,000, 4.2 per 1000 population,. Currently exactly 50% as many divorces as marriages in the USA.   This is highest rate of divorce in the entire world
.  The National Center for Health Statistics recently released a report which found that 43 percent of first marriages end in separation or divorce within 15 years. The study is based on the National Survey of Family Growth, a nationally representative sample of women age 15 to 44 in 1995

· Overall, juveniles were at greater risk of violent victimizations in 1995 and 1996 than even the most victimized age group of adults. 

· Younger juveniles ages 12–14 were more likely than older juveniles to be victims of simple assault (73 per 1,000 vs. 56 per 1,000). 

· The property crime victimization rate for juveniles was greater than the adult property crime victimization rate

The large increase in overall juvenile homicides between 1986 and 1993 and subsequent decline were nearly all due to changes in the homicide of older juveniles

· Between 1980 and 1997, the number of juvenile homicide victims ages 0–5 flucuated slightly between 600 and 800. The same trend occurred with juvenile homicide victims ages 6–11, remaining close to 200 throughout the time period. 

· In contrast, between 1980 and 1997, the number of juvenile homicide victims ages 12–17 flucuated significantly, reaching its lowest level of 700 in 1984 and peaking at slightly over 1,800 in 1993. 

· Murder is most common among the oldest and the youngest juveniles, but each group has different characteristics. Compared to youth under age 12, older juvenile murder victims in 1997 were more likely to be male (81% vs. 55%) and black (53% vs. 39%). A substantially larger proportion of younger victims were killed by family members (70% vs. 10%). Another major difference between the murder of older and younger juveniles was the relative involvement of firearms. In 1997, 83% of older murdered juveniles were killed with a firearm, while firearms were used in only 16% of the murders of younger juveniles. 

· Murders of juveniles increased 66% between 1985 and 1997. Nearly all this increase was among older juveniles (116% vs. 15%) and was related to firearms (153% vs. 9%).

· All States have provisions for trying certain juveniles as adults in criminal court. This is known as transfer to criminal court. There are three basic transfer mechanisms: judicial waiver, statutory exclusion, and concurrent jurisdiction. 

· Under judicial waiver provisions the juvenile court judge has the authority to waive juvenile court jurisdiction and transfer the case to criminal court. 

· Waiver provisions vary in terms of the degree of flexibility allowed. Some waiver provisions are entirely discretionary. In other provisions there is a rebuttable presumption in favor of waiver, and in others waiver is mandatory once the juvenile court judge determines that certain statutory criteria have been met. 

· In most States, judicial waiver provisions are limited by age and/or offense criteria. Judicial waiver provisions are also limited to juveniles who are "no longer amenable to treatment." The specific factors that determine lack of amenability vary, but typically include the juvenile's offense history and previous dispositional outcomes. Many statutes instruct the court to consider the availability of dispositional alternatives for treating the juvenile and the time available for sanctions, as well as public safety and the best interests of the child when making waiver decisions. 

· Judicial waiver proceedings must adhere to certain constitutional principles of due process established by the U.S. Supreme Court in Kent v. United States (383 U.S. 541, 86 S.Ct. 1045 (1966)).

· Through extended jurisdiction mechanisms such as International Child Abduction Remedy and the Uniform Child Custody Jurisdiction Act, state and federal legislatures have enabled the court to provide sanctions and services for a duration of time that is in the best interests of the juvenile and the public, even for older juveniles who have reached the age at which original juvenile court jurisdiction ends. 

· Extended jurisdiction may be restricted to certain offenses or juveniles (such as violent offenses, habitual offenders, and juveniles under correctional commitment). 

· In some States, the juvenile court may actually impose adult correctional sanctions on certain adjudicated delinquents that extend the term of confinement well beyond the upper age of juvenile jurisdiction. Such sentencing options are included in the set of dispositional options known as blended sentencing
. 

Seven countries since 1990 are known to have executed prisoners who were under 18 years old at the time of the crime - Congo (Democratic Republic), Iran, Nigeria, Pakistan, Saudi Arabia, USA and Yemen. The country which carried out the greatest number of known executions of child offenders was the USA (15 since 1990)
.

Increases in the number of juvenile cases involving detention occurred in all offense categories, with person offense cases showing the sharpest increase

· Juvenile courts sometimes hold youth in secure detention facilities during court processing of their case. Depending on the State's detention laws, the court may decide detention is necessary to ensure the juvenile's appearance at subsequent court hearings, to protect the community from the juvenile, or to secure the juvenile's own safety. Detention may also be ordered for the purpose of evaluating the juvenile. 

· The number of person offense cases in which youth were detained increased 63% between 1989 and 1998. There was a 55% increase among drug offense cases and a 44% increase among public order cases. In comparison, the number of property cases detained declined 6% during that period. 

· During the more recent 5-year period from 1994 to 1998, however, there was a 10% decline in the number of property cases in which juveniles were detained. 

· Juveniles charged with property crimes as their most serious offense accounted for the largest proportion of cases that involved detention. Property cases were 36% of cases involving detention in 1998. 

Violent Crime Index arrest rates were higher in 2000 than in 1980 for all adult age groups—for juveniles ages 15-17, 2000 rates were below the rates in 1980
.
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· The peak year for juvenile Violent Crime Index arrest rates was 1994. Between 1980 and 1994, arrest rates for youth ages 15–17 increased an average of 62%. In comparison, the rates increased more for adults in their thirties. More specifically, the rates increased an average of 74% for adults ages 30–34 and 67% for those ages 35–39. 

· Between 1994 and 2000, violent crime arrest rates declined for all age groups, but the declines were greater for juveniles than for adults. More specifically, the rates dropped 44% for youth ages 15–17, compared with 24% for adults ages 18–24, 26% for those ages 25–29, and 19% for those ages 30–39. 

· Between 1980 and 2000, the Violent Crime Index arrest rates for youth ages 15–17 decreased 10% and the rates for adults increased. More specifically, the rates increased 5% for adults ages 18–24, 12% for adults ages 25–29, 31% for those ages 30–34, 44% for those ages 35–39, and 38% for thoses ages 40–44. Even the arrest rates for adults ages 60–64 increased 8%.

· Juveniles held for law violations either as accused or adjudicated offenders made up 84% of the overall custody population on February 15, 1995, the reference day for the 1995 Children in Custody census of public and private detention, correctional, and shelter facilities. 

· Youth charged with delinquency offenses were 77% of the custody population; those charged with person offenses were 28% of the population. 

· Nonoffenders, youth referred for abuse, neglect, emotional disturbance, or mental retardation, as well as voluntarily admitted youth, were 16% of the custody population. 

· Of the 108,746 juveniles in custody, 69,075 (64%) were held in public facilities. Public facilities held the majority of offenders (74%). The majority of nonoffenders were in private facilities (94%). 

Most juveniles in public custody are held for law violations as part of a court-ordered disposition while 4 in 10 juveniles in private facilities are not offenders

· The private facility population included a significant number of youth referred for abuse, neglect, emotional disturbance, or mental retardation as well as youth who were voluntarily admitted (referred by parents or school officials or as part of a diversion program). These nonoffenders were 41% of the private facility custody population. 

· The majority of offenders in public custody were committed to the facility as part of a court-ordered disposition (65%). The remaining 35% were being detained prior to adjudication or after adjudication while awaiting disposition or placement. 

· The vast majority of offenders in private custody were committed to the facility as part of a court-ordered disposition (91%). Juveniles who were detained prior to adjudication or after adjudication while awaiting disposition or placement made up the remaining 9% of offenders in private custody.

	Note: The newest information about juvenile offenders in residential placement is drawn from the Census of Juveniles in Residential Placement (CJRP), which was administered for the first time in 1997. The CJRP replaced the Census of Public and Private Juvenile Detention, Correctional, and Shelter Facilities, also known as the Children in Custody (CIC) census. The CJRP differed fundamentally from the CIC in that the CJRP collects individual data on each juvenile held in the residential facility, while the CIC collected aggregate data on juveniles held in each facility.


· The Census of Juveniles in Residential Placement (CJRP) provides a one-day count of all juvenile offenders in public or private residential facilities in the United States. 

· Responses to the CJRP identified 125,805 young persons assigned beds in 1,121 public and 2,310 private facilities nationwide. Of these, 105,790 (84%) met the inclusion criteria for the census: under age 21, assigned to a bed in a residential facility on October 29, 1997, charged with delinquent or status offense, and in residential placement because of that offense. 

· Youth charged with delinquency offenses were 93% of the juvenile offender population; those charged with status offenses were 7% of the population
. 

One in 5 juveniles were held in facilities with fewer than 31 residents, although a similar proportion were held in facilities with more than 350 residents

  Overall, twenty percent of juvenile offenders in residential placement were held in a facility holding fewer than 31 residents on the census date. A greater proportion of juveniles was in facilities with between 31 and 110 residents (28%). Smaller proportions of juveniles were in facilities holding between 111 and 200 residents (17%) or facilities holding between 201 and 350 residents (14%). Just over 20% of juveniles were in facilities with 350 or more other residents. 

  Among juveniles in privately operated facilities, 72% were in facilities with 110 or fewer residents. In comparison, among juveniles in publicly operated facilities, just 11% were in facilities that size, and 62% were in facilities with more than 110 residents. 

Nationally in 1997, 368 juveniles were in custody for every 100,000 in the population—256 committed juveniles and 95 detained juveniles.

· California, Texas, and Florida together account for 25% of juveniles in the population but over 30% of juveniles in custody
