New Sentence Describing Hospitals & Asylums HA-13-1-06
Anthony J. Sanders title24uscode@aol.com  

1. The Regular Session of the Committee on Nongovernmental Organizations 19-27 January 2006 in New York may describe the general consultative relationship between HA and the UN in one parliamentary sentence, by writing:
“Hospitals & Asylums (HA) is a nongovernmental US rule of law devoted to upholding scientific international development and human rights standards www.title24uscode.org”  
2. This sentence has been drafted to serve as a birthday present for the author’s mother whose birthday falls on Friday the 13th, this 2006.  In Hollywood this day is considered particularly unlucky. The responsibility of HA in this relationship can be found in Economic and Social Council resolution 1996/31, that directs non-governmental organizations (NGOs) in general and special consultative status to “submit to the Council Committee on Non-Governmental Organizations through the Secretary-General every fourth year a brief report of their activities, specifically as regards the support they have given to the work of the United Nations” (Article 61-c).  
3. Hospitals & Asylums (HA applied to the DESA NGO Section on 21 May 2005.  The application seems to have been accepted as timely and it is hoped that a general consultative relationship between the UN and HA will be consented to by ECOSOC this January 2006.  The new sentence regarding HA and promise by HA to pay $10 annual dues to UN Publications in February is hoped to seal the deal with ECOSOC to begin a long and profitable relationship with HA by officially noting the status of the NGO in the outcome document of the Regular Session of the Committee on Nongovernmental Organizations 19-27 January 2006 and world atlases.

4. HA is very pleased with the email service however it has suddenly and mysteriously ceased after its honorable mention before the judges and generals of the world in Afghanistan & Iraq v. USA HA-19-12-05.  The most recent service of the UN Chronicle: The Inequality Predicament HA-20-12-05 came at an unusual time of the month.  HA assumes that there is nothing to be concerned about because January 2006 has so far been particularly occupied with leisure being completely satisfied with the imperfect Bureau of Economic Analysis Resolution HA-1-1-06, Ecosystems and human well-being: Health synthesis HA-5-1-06, Looming Starvation of Refugees in Zambia HA-8-1-06 and the third draft of Chapter Six, in progress, that is now called the Model Rules of Community Corrections (CC).  
5. Not wishing to be forgotten by the Regular Session of the Committee on Nongovernmental Organizations 19-27 January 2006 in New York for continuing the pattern of shyness mistakenly adopted in summer of 2005, that was not overcome until the fall, a Sample Quadrennial Report has been drafted early to prove that HA can not only profess to know how to do the job but actually redresses the controversial issues of censorship, payment and status governing future consultative relationship between HA and the UN for the Committee. Expecting emails on the first of the month and being so far disappointed this January HA decided not to raise any concerns regarding the possibility of retaliatory censorship of the UN until the 15th of the first month of the year.   In 2010 it is hoped that the report will be limited to a four year ledger of all international commerce under the law of treaties drafted or sufficiently adjudicated to be published by HA for the analysis of more skilled businessmen.
6. During the 2005 World Summit, world leaders devoted a special session to financing for development,   emphasizing the urgent need to go beyond words to lift hundreds of millions of people out of poverty. Secretary-General Kofi Annan warned that "an enormous backlog of deprivation" remained, requiring more and better aid, trade policies that give a fair chance to developing countries, more investment in the world's poorest countries, and opening up institutions to allow the developing world to have a greater voice. The Quadrennial Report, that is longer than the required four pages in this first try as the result of the need to present arguments in favor of General Consultative Status in described in Parts I and II of the Guidelines.  In Part I contact information, status, members and finance are required.  In Part II a declaration of all Participation in the Work of the UN was requested in.  All relevant articles since the foundation of the HA Website are told in the following account of all large international works of HA since 4 Dec. 2004 , at varying stages of fulfillment.  I hope that the following Report will be of merit as a HA statement of UN assets reviewed in 2005.   It is however difficult to differentiate long term assets from benefits administrated and it is hoped that a system of checks and balances (receipts and reports examined) will be adopted through the pacta sunt servanda of a Membership system to foster cooperation between HA and States by 2010 in consultation with the UN.

8. An NGO must have been in existence (officially registered with the appropriate government authorities as an NGO/non-profit) for at least two years, must have an established headquarters, a democratically adopted constitution, authority to speak for its members, a representative structure, appropriate mechanisms of accountability and democratic and transparent decision-making processes. The basic resources of the organization must be derived in the main part from contributions of the national affiliates or other components or from individual members.  General consultative status is reserved for large international NGOs whose area of work covers most of the issues on the agenda of ECOSOC and its subsidiary bodies. These tend to be fairly large, established international NGOs with a broad geographical reach. Special consultative status is granted to NGOs which have a special competence in, and are concerned specifically with, only a few of the fields of activity covered by the ECOSOC. These NGOs tend to be smaller and more recently established. Organizations that apply for consultative status but do not fit in any of the other categories are usually included in the Roster.  

9. Having drafted an official Constitution of Hospitals & Asylums Non Governmental Executive (CHANGE), now in its third draft, that will be amended to reflect the outcome of the Regular Session of the Committee on Nongovernmental Organizations 19-27 January 2006 in New York, the debate regarding general consultative status that arises in regards to the consultative relationship between HA and the UN focuses upon (1) official registration with the appropriate government authorities and (2) the question as to whether the large size of the organization can be justified in the scope of the intellectual property of a one man show and (3) what does it mean for an unarmed person to have been censured and why should I be motivated to write HA? 
10. First, official registration of HA, that was conceived in 2000 and the quarterly not begun until 2001, with the appropriate government agencies was hindered because of the cover up of the intergovernmental crimes of a nation that illegally started not one but two wars at the behest of the (only) two intergovernmental offices – Vice President and Solicitor General - the US passed Public Law 106-554; H.R.5658 Treasury and General Government Appropriations Act, 2001 and Public Law 107-67; H.R. 2590 Treasury and General Government Appropriations Act of 2002 that prohibits Contributions to Interagency Commissions, Councils and Similar Groups.  Government grant programs ceased to respond with their one page rejection letters and in fact began to retaliate by defrauding any financial institution mentioned whereby such petitions were discontinued.  Whereas Hospitals & Asylums quarterly, was not fully operational until 2001, when the illiterate, corrupt and violent policies of the Bush Administration against those generalists too broad of scope and firm of conviction in human rights to be a terrorist’s specialist no nonprofit license fees or registrations were paid as they are not required for researchers who don’t pay taxes as the result of living below the taxation line that is somewhat higher than the poverty line below which he lives.  Furthermore, reasonable registration fees have been avoided as the result of evidence that the state secures such lists with a secret police force that is prone to violence and co-opts otherwise honest income oriented organizations willing to pay state license fees into absurd conspiracies intended to eliminate “enemies of war and slavery” that any wise person, general consultant or more applicably titled political consultant, would bring to justice, that is, to make matters difficult, nearly completely melted by the cold blooded murder committed or acquiesced to by the hot headed upper echelon of the government.  
11. To conclude this argument on a positive note HA has served the official quarterly journal, in widening counsel, upon the UN, particularly the World Court, since its inception in 2001 that can be verified in the registry of the UN and on the Internet website since December 2004.   Since the failure of the USA to keep the peace after 9-11-2001 HA has become the “secret” legitimate government from whence all positive social change and decision-making, not to mention a great deal of money laundering is witnessed and the public has the right to HA knowledgeable of the treaty that is holding their society together.  
12. Second, general consultative status with ECOSOC would hypothetically create a regime whereby the secrecy and censorship would be overthrown so that the many issues treated by HA would be remedied with the counsel of the author who would be distinguished from the mass of government officials and scientists he advises by virtue of the official recognition of the NGO exclusively by the UN whose investigations are much more civilized as the result of good intentions, although the results are as disastrous as these prosecutions are secret.  What the UN will gain is the confidence to look the US in the face much like Switzerland, hypothetically out of deference to their host nations but more likely out of superstition and an Oedipal like complex that compels the UN to fail to prosecute their own colonial powers to such a degree that the Security Council has hired several prosecutors, in the flesh, to persecute those ostensibly evil leaders of developing nations who suffer to be violently overthrown by international forces without regard for the success of peace treaties.  To describe this tendency of the UN HA seeks to overcome through the establishment of a consultative relationship -the UN is like a native person who is hired by a colonial power to exploit and suppress the alleged crimes of the developing world without any equal right to justice for the developed world.  
13. This equalization of justice seems to be the primary parentally conferred responsibility of the executive, Anthony J. Sanders, who was born and named while in the Netherlands.  He grew up in the USA to witness the decline of the judiciary and then the military. His experience has taught him that justice is a fight for zero, to establish relationships founded upon writing rather than fighting, and is worthless by reason that justice is merely a minimal standard for keeping the peace, but if not done chaos, bigotry and force would undermine the best laid plans of the rule of the law.  Without justice the monumental towers and temples of society would be built upon the broken backs and bones of the people who would live in slavery without any concessions for the humble and wise that cause society to function.  The hope is that Mr. Sanders, through his paternal instinct for nearly finished publishing delivery, in his lifetime will establish the rule of law for a truly equal world so that other less slanderous people than the discoverer of the jurisprudence of HA will teach HA until the end of history.  
14. The argument regarding large size of the organization is that although HA membership and monthly service is limited, the quarterly email service communicates with all the major international and regional organizations in the world.  The author has greatly expanded the scope of HA statute from a few obscure post genocide communities to make peace with the entire world and make significant contributions to the development of the Middle East and Africa and has consistently written all the largest settlements in the world since 2003 however in apology for the crimes of the US.  General consultative status for HA would greatly improve the security of settlements as there would be no secrecy in regards to the treaty that establishes the rule of law that these settlements are founded upon.  Anthony J. Sanders is first and foremost one of the pre-eminent lawyers in a world where the Legal Committee is the Sixth Committee although that number is only poetic for health, in English.  Interest in HA resulted from the author’s first piece of litigation in 1998 that wiped the State Mental Institution Library Education (SMILE) buildings off the prima facie of the Probate Judge and nearly established a Justice of the Peace on the first try.  Through much hard work without reward and against a great deal of discrimination a rule of law that will teach future generations to HA has been written.  Although quite poor with only a Bachelor of the Arts in International Relations and friendly, most people (in the US) are inclined to treat the author with the disdain the judiciary and armed forces are entitled to although.  By means of email, HA is easy to consult with, free, with very little busy work, fear, extortion or bigotry and everyone is welcome to profess their ideas (in English) to a highly effective international network of peace and prosperity with whatever ethical counsel is considered necessary for success by the executive.

15. Third, censorship, that is intricately linked to espionage in the US Code, has unfortunately become an issue for the UN as the result of a disastrous application to the United Nations University HA-5-6-05 that led to the disappearance of Natalee Holloway (USA) v. Clifford M. Sobel (Netherlands) HA-30-5-05 before it was even filled out.  Censorship began when it first became apparent that the armed forces and judiciary would engage in military campaigns in mockery and dishonor of the writing or in retaliation against the author after the Spring Equinox attack on Iraq that led to the elimination of paper copies of the HA quarterly as people who need paper are obviously trying to warn writers to stay away and those armed and judicial officers that believe in the freedom of Internet information must likewise be censured and communications limited to pertinent articles delivered by or under the supervision of an honest political officeholder with firing authority.  Censorship of unarmed people did not begin until the first run in with US Ambassador to the Netherlands Clifford M. Sobel on US Election Day and Mexican Day of the Dead 2 November 2004.  What appears to have happened is that as the result of doing all the work for the USA HA was put on the black list of the Foreign Service that to devoted Republican party members at that time was to be interpreted as a red list and innocent people were murdered in Cincinnati, Ohio and Amsterdam Netherlands in the face of HA.  After the 2004 US Presidential elections the Ohio judiciary and US Foreign Service were censured without any apology.  In 2005 all the local government needed censorship as the result of wiretapping and violent retaliation that was not solved until Prosecutor v. Joe Deters HA-30-12-05 possibly poisoned Israeli Prime Minister Ariel Sharon after being served upon the Israeli Supreme Court before the scrutiny of the US President’s spies on Hannukah.  The issue that ECOSOC can address is that after Natalee Holloway (USA) v. Clifford M. Sobel (Netherlands) HA-22-11-05 was done the realization was so horrible that the application was revoked and censorship had become so rote in regards to the universities involved in the case that HA decided to censure the UNU for their fraudulent confidentiality policy that either brought them into a conspiracy with my alma mater that has been negligent in decrying the atrocity of the false arrest of a music professor who has served two years of a five year sentence.   
16. After finishing all work for the Court in Afghanistan & Iraq v. USA HA-19-12-05 and not being served with the promised email news letter from the webmaster, and receiving evidence the webmaster who does not serve was co-opting hackers resulting in state lies and murders, service to the ICJ is now limited to quarterly and removed from the list of members after the conclusion of the 1,00th US Execution.  If problems seem to happen as the result of communication they will go away through honest communication however most such espionage attacks are designed to provoke censorship and wreck relationships before they have matured.  HA is always here to respond to these sorts of attacks to restore trust and serve as a witness.  HA has in fact has come to understand this problem thanks to the press attention, the National Security Agency (NSA) must separate from the Department of Defense and report to the Intelligence Czar chaired by former US Ambassador to the UN whose mailing address can be found at the end of the National Intelligence Strategy for the USA Transformation through Integration and Innovation October 2005 instead of the violence prone President who must stop advocating of spying or be impeached.  
17. As for receiving news letters from the Netherlands HA is glad not to have to read the lists of court proceedings of the International Criminal Tribunal for the Former Yugoslavia anymore and would like to request service of only the summaries of judgments and speeches that are sent around once a month rather than several times a week.  What is hoped to come of this is that the United Nations University will write HA an email saying that it is safe to write to everyone or anyone at the UNU on a quarterly or monthly basis in hopes of incorporating HA into the curriculum of UNU as a participating scholar rather than a student until such a time when HA has drafted Chapters of Statute teaching competence in the specializations of (1) education, (2) hospital administration and (3) immigration – for the HA specialty to be viable as a political union of people professional enough support a decent standard of living for a single educated person in exercise of their freely chosen career, as a writer.    
18. Justification and sympathy for the acceptance of HA for general consultative status can be found in General Comment No. 17 on the right of everyone to benefit from the protection of the moral and material interests resulting from any scientific, literary or artistic production of which he is the author at the 35th Session of the UN Committee on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights HA-1-12-05 of 7-27 November 2005 that was adopted on the 21st  establishes that there are three levels of obligations are imposed upon the state as the result of this right: to respect, protect and fulfill.  Respect requires that State parties refrain from interfering directly or indirectly with the right to benefit from the protection of the moral and material interests of the author.  The obligation to protect requires state parties to take measures to prevent third parties from interfering with the moral and material interests of the author.  Finally the obligation to fulfill requires the State to adopt appropriate legislative, administrative, budgetary, judicial promotional and other measures toward the full realization.  General Comment No. 3 paragraph 12 states that even in times of severe resource constraint the disadvantaged and marginalized individuals and groups in society must be protected by relatively low cost targeted programmes.  Such steps must be deliberate, concrete and targeted toward the full realization of everyone to benefit from the protection of moral and material benefits of works for which he or she is the author.  The progressive realization of this right over a period of time means that State Parties have a specific and continuing obligation to move expeditiously and effectively as possible towards the full realization.

19. In conclusion HA would like to address the issue of paying for the luxury of this general consultative relationship with the United Nations in money rather than merely in kind.  This is in fact, not solicited for by the NGO Section so we will not confuse the Committee with what might be considered a bribe.  On the other hand HA is thankful for the fact that no attempt was made to extort money for the application process as it is the applicant must do the preponderance of the work and in an ideal world would be entitled to money but none was requested.  The objective of HA in this consultative relationship is to heighten recognition of HA so HA is returned as the top Internet search engine response for Hospitals & Asylums and listed in human rights searches and to keep a head above the world table in regards to securing $24 annual dues + work State membership consultative relationships with HA.  UN Publications has brought the concept of HA paying the UN a reasonable sum to light.  Every message says:

Whereas the foundation of the HA international campaign is actively engaged in encouraging all States to devote 1% of their taxable income to international development under Art. 23 of the Declaration on Social Progress and Development of 11 December 1969 the author feels compelled to relent in his plea of poverty and resolves to pay UN Publications $10 a year for continuing email service in the beginning of February 2006 irregardless of the outcome of the Regular Session of the Committee on Nongovernmental Organizations 19-27 January 2006 in New York 
22. HA promises to continue monthly and quarterly HA email service for free to the UN in hopes of winning more voluntary contributions in kind from the Human Rights Committee and in effective $24 annual minimum to make the HA list of members without being a like minded periodical publisher, responsive subscriber or dedicated researcher.
23. To Join the HA, non governmental organization, a financial contribution greater than $24 is required, subscriptions and equitable essays are also accepted pursuant to the Constitution of Hospitals & Asylums Non Governmental Executive (CHANGE).  Members are served with the monthly email subscription and unsolicited quarterly unless there appears to be a conflict of interest.  This is in fact a petition for the unilateral relief of poverty as a tax deductible expense under 26USC(A)(1)(F)I§501(c).

Constitution of Hospitals & Asylums Non Governmental Executive (CHANGE)

PREAMBLE
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We now establish a non governmental organization to draft an enlightening rule of law that upholds internationally recognized human rights, for future generations. 
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Hospitals & Asylums (HA) traces its history to the Naval Hospital Act of Feb. 26, 1811.  The codification of the law that created HA Title 24, from whence the spirit of the new law is derived, was the work of Hon. Edward C. Little who died on June 24, 1924, shortly before the permanent laws of the United States of America entered into force on Dec. 7, 1925.  
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Our purpose is to make America and the world a society that will grow and flourish with faith that equal rights, health, justice, truth, freedom, peace and laughter bring long life, prosperity and happiness to all. 
 





Our principles dictate non violent social change and the non use of force as a fundamental way of life in all dealings with all people that rejects all forms of hatred, bigotry and prejudice.  
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]We value unconditional, universal love, truthfulness, courage and compassion that dedicate us to the creation of a community where all people can live together as sisters and brothers. 
 





Educated that to win friendship and understanding with which to defeat injustice we have no recourse but to choose love instead of hate.
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Social change may be catalyzed through the disciplined process of information gathering, education, personal commitment, negotiations, direct action and reconciliation.
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Leadership is a responsibility for those willing to serve the public for free and a right for those who do so peacefully.
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Executives are editors who render final judgment in regards to the disclosure of information.
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Asylum is a friendly process whereby persecuted people, who are not criminals against humanity, are defended against prosecution, that is.
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Democracy is the fundamental right of the individual to think for Society. Society in turn elects the wisest and most ethical counsel to lead, with utmost consideration for the poor. 
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Believing that the codification and progressive development of the law of treaties will promote the maintenance of international peace and security, the development of friendly relations and the achievement of co-operation among people the following Constitution is drafted for the second time within 30 days of notification by the ABA Center for Continuing Legal Education for the answer(s) of the Organization of Administrators of Continuing Legal Education (ORACLE)
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Art. 1 Public Service Mission
(A) The original HA statute can be found in the 10 Chapters of Title 24 US Code.  The first three and last Chapters deal with humanitarian relief and retirement missions of the Military Department, however in 1992, at the end of the first Iraq war, Chapter 2 and the vast majority of Chapter 3 were either repealed or transferred to Chapter 10.  Chapter 4, 5 & 6 deal with the foundation of a community system to reduce the population of a psychiatric hospital, a school for the deaf and Freedmen’s Hospital that served as an asylum for African Americans, in Washington DC, before the civil war.  Chapter 7 treats upon National Cemeteries but everything has been repealed except for the Arlington Memorial Amphitheatre that calls for an annual report to Congress regarding the entombments of soldiers.  Chapter 8 settles Gorgas Hospital along the Panama Canal.  Chapter 9 explains the due process of an individual claim for release from detention in Hospitalization of Mentally Ill Nationals Returned from Foreign Countries.  The Naval Hospital Act of Feb. 26, 1811 was first tried in US v. Fillebrown, Wash. 32 US 28 (1833) 7 Pet.44 I. Ed. 596 and cited for Justice Story in Minis v. US 40 U.S. 423 (1841).  
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 (B) The mission of HA is to reform the law for the benefit of public health and welfare.  Everybody can be great, because everybody can serve.  Everyone has a professional responsibility to provide effective services to those unable to pay.  HA volunteers the highest quality of legal research at no fee or substantially reduced fee to individuals, groups or organizations seeking to secure freedoms through human rights rights and promotes charitable societies of religious, judicial, health, community, governmental, educational and scientific organizations.  HA statute authorizes the writer,
(1) to render interpretations of HA statute in litigation and legislation;

(2) to support humanitarian, hospital, asylum and medical supply programs in the spirit of the original Chapter One;

(3) to prohibit unlawful intrusions of reserves and violations of rules and regulation and demand fines therefore, up to $1,000 24USC(3)V§154;

(4) to plan the conversion of detention centers into community centers and entitlement to social security as done at St. Elizabeth’s Hospital 24USC(4)III§225;

(5) to annually list monuments for Arlington National Cemetery, as precedence, to Congress at 24USC(7)§295a;

(6) to contract for the release of detainees 24USC(9)§323;

(7) to pay reparations through fines and forfeitures under Armed Forces Retirement Home Trust Fund 24USC(10)§419;

(8) to dispose of the effects of deceased in accordance with will of the decedent under 24USC(10)§420;

(9) to rename the Department of Defense to the Military Department; bringing 98 3 40 Stat. 1303 (March 3, 1919) and subsequent Secretary of Defense Transfer Order No. 40 [App. A & C(3)](July 22, 1949), to the conclusion of agency name specific repeal and amendment as done in 24USC(10)§424;

(10)  to rename the Department of Health and Human Services the Public Health Department in resolution of 31 FR 8855 (June 25, 1966), 24USC(9)§321 PL96-88 (Oct. 17, 1979) 20USC(48)V§3508 (b).
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Art. 2 Right to Write
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 (A) The right to write is the only right offered by HA.  To participate scholars are directed to write Hospitals & Asylums on the top of their page, above themselves, and before the title and body of the work.  Writing is civil law personified and everyone is welcome, even encouraged to contribute to the community, in writing.  Political publications must be peaceful.  Essays should be written in English, on Microsoft Word and sent by email, to be published as News on the Hospitals & Asylums Website with potential to be promoted to the litigation or legislation columns or public health page or just contribute to the development of the Statute. 
(1) Writers must seek to apply their research in human rights and science for positive nonviolent social change, readers, publishers and actors are responsible in turn for upholding the moral and material interests of the author under Art. 27(2) of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights of December 10, 1948.  
(2) It shall be permissible to make quotations from a work which has already been lawfully made available to the public under the doctrine of fair use. 
(3) Technical changes are made through the process of amendment and errors can be repealed; there is never any need for fighting about writing.  
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 (B) The Berne Convention for the Protection of Literary and Artistic Works of September 9, 1886 establishes the laws of the union in regards to intellectual property rights 

(1) Authors of literary works shall enjoy the exclusive right of authorizing the public recitation of their works, including such public recitation by any means or process. 

(2) The author, or after his death the persons or institutions authorized by legislation, shall, with respect to original works of art and original manuscripts of writers and composers, enjoy the inalienable right to an interest in any sale of the work.
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 (C) The HA Title has been amended annually since 2003 and should reach maturity with the US legislature as early as 2007 but no later than 2010.  By 2020 the HA Text should be available for law colleges and high schools.  
(1) HA is a fundamental law that renders international and institutional law rational to the mind of the individual.  
(2) HA is available for citation and printing on the Internet at www.title24uscode.org   
(3) It is customary to inform the author of any publication or citation of their work.
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Art. 3 Periodical Publications
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 (A) HA has been published quarterly, equinox and solstice, since 2001, in widening conference with the UN.  The subscription system is the solar system of HA.  It is highly recommended for people who receive an essay that involves them to cite the essay and subscribe to the magazine so as to avail of the contract law.  They are also welcome to unsubscribe. 

(1) Distribution of the quarterly is done in an unsolicited fashion for upstanding authors considered to uphold human rights who publicly display their email addresses on the web and individuals who volunteer them in writing. 

(2) Having received the quarterly by email a reader is consciously registered in the HA System and may,

(a) Unsubscribe or subscribe to the monthly

(a) Read the journal in whole or in part.

(b) Take notes and politically participate by undertaking the academic challenges and transitional issues presented in the HA Statute and emailing these comments and opinions for publication.  

(c) To assure publication on the HA Website send a research paper citing HA Statute as an email attachment with cover letter that may alternatively request a review of an existing web page they independently author.  The heading of the essay should be Hospitals & Asylums.

 (B) The development of a HA Website in Dec. 2004 has facilitated the syndication of a monthly magazine.  

(1) HA Membership is a gift to the entire human race however in order to develop political independence and a self supporting society of friends it has been decided to uphold a subscription system to serve as the rational basis for a society of Members able to grant informed consent to the periodical, in writing.  

(2) Members can be individuals, institutions, governments, non-governmental organizations or corporations sworn to nonviolence.

(3) Members are also served with the quarterly journal and can consider themselves clients if they find the reading useful.  

(4) Anyone who voluntarily subscribes to the HA monthly e-journal can consider themselves a member, for all intents and purposes.  




(5) Anyone who makes an annual financial contribution of $24, or greater, will be entered in the list of members.  

(6) Anyone who is mentioned in an essay may wish to consider themselves a client if this is in their interest, particularly contributing scholars who are cited or linked to. 

(7) Anyone who regularly submits hand written scholarly essay to HA, irregardless of whether or not it is published, is entitled to be entered in the Members list, but may need to write a memorandum.  

(8) Anyone who submits an essay is entitled to be published.

(9) To subscribe to the monthly, publish an essay, or to unsubscribe politely, at any time, email: title24uscode@aol.com       
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Art. 4 Non-Governmental Organizations
 





(A) HA NGO is a society where people of all races, sexes, countries of origin and social classes may pursue of the meaning of HA, in writing and deed, singly and collectively, in order to achieve higher standards of living, scholarship, truth and understanding than would otherwise be available to the organization.  

(1) The maxim is that HA Government is so ugly that intellectual isolation requires the constitution of a non governmental organization, to distinguish HA from the government, thereby bolstering public trust in the academic freedom and fairness of the organization. 
(2) HA, unhappy with the human rights situation in the US makes amends for peace and equal rights with the UN.
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(B) The Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) is authorized to make suitable arrangements for consultation with non-governmental organizations under Art. 71 of Chapter X of the UN Charter. 

(1) Having widened international responsibilities since the Millennium Declaration HA has applied under ECOSOC Resolution 1996/31 for registration with the DESA NGO Section in the organizational session of January 2006 to be available for general consultation with the UN pursuant to the application of HA-25-5-05.

(2) Registration of the NGO with the UN is intended to improve the security of HA treatise by establishing adequate social safeguards respecting the equal right to consultative status of the author in the execution of their judgment and matters of mutual interest without any factionalism or conflict of interest self evident in national and jurisdictional politics. 

(3) A quadrennial report shall be prepared for the NGO Section of ECOSOC. 

(4) An annually amended treaty and ledger shall be delivered to the General Assembly World Summit in September.  

(5) As a registered NGO HA will have the authority to appoint representatives to attend UN conferences.
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(C) In the Republic of Plato world government is considered the only way to achieve world peace as nations in conflict need a mutually respected neutral party to arbitrate any international disputes.  The UN, although making great improvements upon the unprecedented devastation of the World Wars, has not kept the peace perfectly.  War continues to originate from the abuse of nationalism and democratic institutions by the armed forces and their clients.  The UN is not a perfect guide to friendly human relations in its prima facie human rights however do establish adequate respect for human dignity and life that reforming the UN has become the path of least resistance in the implementation of aesthetic HA Standards.

(1) There is a deep understanding between HA 24 US Code and the UN in regards to the principle of the non use of force set forth in Article 2(4) of the UN Charter, that is often considered the jus cogens, universal norm of international law, that states, “all Members shall refrain in their international relations from the threat or use of force against the territorial integrity or political independence of any State, or in any other manner inconsistent with the Purposes of the United Nations.”  

(2) The appropriate form of address is Hospitals & Asylums (HA).

(3) Displease as a peace loving political consulting organization but grateful for the general consultative status, that will permit the atlases to recognize State NGO Membership with HA under Art. 9.
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Art. 5 Political Party  
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(A) To put democracy in the best light and facilitate the peaceful behavior of political participation there is hereby established this day a United Nations Hospitals & Asylums Political Party Year whereby all the people unsatisfied with the many political parties of their State legislatures or State Parties of the UN General Assembly, may freely associate with the likeminded friends and members of HA to achieve their political objectives by means of the Executive and view the election results at Election World.  The republican principles of equal rights, self determination and non violence ensure that all HA political parties manifested regarding legal issues shall be as pleasant and peaceful as a social get together amongst friends and felons with faith in justice under the Inter-American Democratic Charter Adopted by the OAS General Assembly at its special session held in Lima, Peru, on September 11, 2001
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(B) Art. 25 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights of 23 March 1976, states, every citizen shall have the right and the opportunity: 

(a) To take part in the conduct of public affairs, directly or through freely chosen representatives;         

(b) To vote and to be elected at genuine periodic elections which shall be by universal and equal suffrage and shall be held by secret ballot, guaranteeing the free expression of the will of the electors; 

(c) To have access, on general terms of equality, to public service in his or her country.

(C) Everyone has the right to express their opinions in writing and to be treated with dignity.  

(1) Democracy is a way of life and a socio-political behavior that is both humble and human but wise with respect to the promotion of human life, human rights, health and society and the swift and dispassionate adjudication of crimes against humanity and the environment as a voting public.  

(2) HA crystallizes the democratic thought that institutional society at all levels can be easily governed by an individual, in writing, through the rule of law.  
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(D) It is however not fun to laugh alone, nor is it fun lead the world alone and fair laws are needed for society to be happy.  

(1) One may seek the constitutional councils of geographic and academic discipline who are politically organized enough to uphold the electoral process by voting democratically in review of the literature and able to make use of the mass media.  

(2) Legislators draft and delegates ratify treaties and draft codes for the assembly of delegates we must inform.  
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(E) The objective of a Political Party is Political Union.  Political union occurs when customs unions and market economies join together in agreement to legislate and uphold laws of importance to the commonwealth.  

(1) It is absolutely critical and fundamental to principles of democracy that Political Parties eschew support for or from the armed forces, in their campaigns.  

(2) It is prohibited for a Political Party to appoint leadership in the Armed Forces or Judiciary as this creates the most dangerous social phenomenon known to mankind. 

(3) The judiciary must be unbiased in political and electoral issues and although litigation is obviously required the trials of Political Parties should be held by the Boards of Elections. 

(4) The purpose of a Political Party is to achieve a peaceful and educated society that evolves to meet exigencies through the scientific development of the collective consciousness of people free to choose their own careers and free to elect the most reasonable leaders, rather than suffer a rule of armed force or other forms of coercion and inequality as explained by the Independent Electoral Commission of Iraq.  

(5) A Political Party is philosophically diametrically opposed to the use of armed or military force.

(6) A Political Party must be honest, peaceful, compassionate, brotherly, equal and most of all free.  
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Art. 6 Public Health
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(A) Art. 10 (bed) of the Declaration on Social Progress and Development of 11 December 1969 summarizes the Constitution of the World Health Organization of 22 July 1946 ensuring: (b) The elimination of hunger and malnutrition and the guarantee of the right to proper nutrition. (e) The raising of general standards of literacy, in order to;  (d) achieve the highest standards of health and the provision of health protection for the entire population, if possible free of charge. 

 




(B) AMA Code of Medical Ethics explains that public health is the study of the impact of illness, mortality and healthcare upon society. Public health ensures: 

(1) sufficient vaccines for the population, 

(2) supply of technological treatments, 

(3) networking of national laboratories, 

(4) financing and recognition of important research, 

(5) health insurance, 

(6) education in regards to hygiene, exercise and the dangers of health risks, 

(7) national health surveys, 

(8) the management of epidemics, 

(9) identification of barriers to the achievement of health goals and development of programs to overcome them.  
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(C) To keep abreast of public health research HA syndicates:

(1)  GlobalHealthReporting.org Weekly TB/Malaria Report
(2) Kaiser Daily Health Policy Report
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Art. 7 Rule of Law
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(A) Peace, justice and nonviolence are fundamental to the Rule of Law.  The golden rule is that one should do unto others as one would have done unto your self.  An unjust law however is no law at all.  What is the difference between the two?  How does one determine when a law is just or unjust?  A just law is a man made code that squares with the moral law.  An unjust law is one that is out of harmony with God, the constitution or human rights.  An unjust law is a human law that is not routed in eternal law and natural law.  Any law that degrades human personality or is born in false witness is unjust.  John Locke wrote in the 17th century: "The end of law is not to abolish or restrain, but to preserve and enlarge freedom."  To ensure that human association is safe and positive, without victimization the fundamental pledge of adherence to the Rule of Law is found in ratification of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights of 23 March 1976:  

(1) The Optional Protocol to the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights of 23 March 1976 recognizing the Human Rights Committee and;

(2) The Second Optional Protocol aiming at the abolition of the death penalty of 15 December 1989.  

(3) Status of national ratifications
(4) In States that have not agreed to the foregoing Optional Protocols only individuals who do may subscribe or be members to HA.

 




(B) Constitutional law is the supreme law that establishes the scope, institutions, purposes and principles of government.  

(1) Human rights insures everyone who is injured, disabled, or aged or whose (intellectual) property or time is appropriated for use by the government has the right to just compensation.    

(2) Equal rights must be upheld so that the rich and the poor can mutually benefit from the economic laws that unite society with the intention to ameliorate poverty mathematically.  

(3) Civil law involves written arguments, agreements and judgments settling legal disputes between individuals and unions.  

(4) Civil rights involves nondiscrimination on the basis of race, religion, sex or class, the release of detainees and their equal rights including the right to vote.  

(5) Criminal law involves the investigation, trial and detention of those who commit crimes against humanity.  

(6) Martial law defends against war crimes.  
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(C) Justice involves reciprocity between adversaries to satisfactorily settle legal disputes, through informed consent pursuant to the written judgment of a third part neutral.   

(1) Justice involves discovering laws or their application to be unjust or unconstitutional for the pacific resolution of a case or to request them amended or repealed.

(2) Justice requires that criminal defendants who are not criminals against humanity be acquitted with a determination as to whether or not that person has been convicted of an offense or directed to make reasonable restitution.  The acquittal process involves the dismissal of criminal investigators from the case or entirely from the service depending upon the gravity of the offense against honor.
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(D) As a member of a learned profession, a lawyer should cultivate knowledge of the law beyond its use for clients and employ that knowledge in reform of the law and work to strengthen legal education in the public interest as best represented in the spirit of the ABA Model Rules of Professional Responsibility. 

(1) Legal institutions in a constitutional democracy depend on popular participation and support to maintain their authority therefore lawyers should further the public's understanding of and confidence in the rule of law and justice system. 

(2) A lawyer should be mindful of deficiencies in the administration of justice and legislature and of the fact that the poor, and sometimes persons who are not poor, cannot or have not afforded adequate legal assistance and are entitled to free, professionally literate and friendly legal services nonetheless.
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Art. 8 Continuing Legal Education
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(A) This Constitution has been amended within 30 days of notification by the ABA Center for Continuing Legal Education (CLE) for submission to the Organization of Administrators of Continuing Legal Education (ORACLE).  The primary purpose of the national human rights institution is to reduce the US prison population in half.  Therefore as a possibly dangerous hazing ritual the introductory HA CLE essay from any lawyer shall directly address the transition from a local prison surplus to community corrections.  It is hoped they will lengthen their work with quotations from HA Chapters 2 and 6 to advocate for the freedom of an individual or entire institution or penal system using the regional calculation of prisoners per 100,000 residents that should not really exceed 250 and are totally unacceptable above 400 in which circumstance community corrections must be the only form of federal finance for local law enforcement.  Any danger would be expected to emanate directly from these prisons, police, generals and courts that will not be served by HA to uphold the eschewance of arms.  A lawyer will be expected to serve the document upon their armed community of felons at their leisure when they must notify the publisher who is to be knowledgeable of the security situation and is most likely to take a passive role.  A lawyer must not make a habit of bringing any uninvited armed services or fraudulent email addresses to any regular email list with HA.  It is otherwise acceptable to submit essays to a number of honest email recipients including HA and still be published by HA if the work cites HA clearly in the beginning of the work or in the email cover letter.  Without consent or recommendation in the cover letter these groups of email addresses will not be copied, they are your friends and you are expected to know them and must vouch for their pacifism.  Having satisfactorily established in a 10 pg essay that a lawyer upholds human rights and life in the corrections community on the Internet the lawyer may then address any of the peaceful and prosperous issues arising under the comprehensive HA Statute for more CLE credit in furtherance of the development of their professional understanding of the law.  

(B) The CLE program is free.  HA hopes to generate revenues from optional tax deductible membership contributions and from the mutual intellectual property rights of works published by HA.  So as not to be reliant upon the advertisement of the State CLE Administrators for motivation lawyers are encouraged to immediately subscribe to the free monthly and quarterly e-magazine in accordance with Art. 3 of this Constitution.  Although this reading is not tested; lawyers will need to subscribe to the periodical to be reasonably expected to politically participate in HA.  Authors may also seek help from the Executive regarding the topic of their essays or research direction.  The program involves writing an essay in Microsoft Word addressing academic challenges and transitional issues arising under Hospitals & Asylums Statute that must be cited, for publication in .doc on the Hospitals & Asylums Website. 1 credit will be granted for every 10 single spaced pages. The author must write their name and email address on the essay that should state Hospitals & Asylums at the top of the page. To provide an ethical dimension, as time permits, every essay will be: (a) summarized in .htm, (b) judged by the Executive to indicate the opinion of the organization, (c) how much CLE credit is granted (d) a link to the web page in which the grammatically edited doc. document appears.  The author, appropriate State CLE Administrator and relevant scientific community, if any, will be emailed when the document is published.  

(C) Any work exceeding 10 pg. is likely to be included in the quarterly journal as well as the monthly.  Shorter essays, essays without reference to HA Statute and essays by scientists and other non lawyers may also  be published and included in the monthly on a weekly basis of professional responsibility but are less likely to be recognized.                               nizedsitive and withoutl(1) All essays will be registered HA- - - and given a dated case number: day, month, year that may be altered to reflect the most important date or be left.  They may be amended periodically to reflect significant facts and developments.                                                                                                                       

Art. 9 Ratification, Reservations, Renunciation and Responsibilities
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(A) This Constitution is deposited with the DESA NGO Section of Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) for the ratification of the States of the United Nations (SUN) in confidence with the author under Art. 77 of the Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties of 27 January 1980 

(1) A State Party may fully accede to this treaty recognizing the HA non governmental organization by subscribing to the monthly and quarterly journal and paying the optional $24 annually pacta sunt servanda.

(2) A State Party or political institution may accede to this treaty with reservation as a member of a voting public that ratifies the Constitution and upholds the spirit of the law without paying, subscribing to the magazine or by writing a statement to this effect that should be published if clearly stated.

(3) A Party may renounce this treaty at any time after ratification by unsubscribing to the subscription, in writing, or through the commission or suspected commission of a grievous breech of the peace upon which the Party will be censured from the email list of the Executive, with or without notice, an exchange of letters is required to reinstate service in these circumstances. 

(4) This treaty arbitrarily enters into force one month from the day that 24 State Parties ratify it.  

(5) Any proposal to amend the multilateral treaty will involve notification of all the contracting States to grant the right to take part in the amendments to the people.

(6) If, after twelve months following the raising of an objection to or under this Constitution by a Party and follow up by the Executive is not considered satisfactory, the case may be brought by the Party, before the International Court of Justice, who will notify the Executive of the summons under Art. 40 of the Statute of the Court
(7) For nations, individuals, families, institutions and corporations to be members in good standing on the HA list of members they must be responsible for the both the payment of annual dues of not less than $24, and passively subscribe to the HA political periodical.  Scholars who do not pay are only represented by web page and are not included in the list of Members unless they are specially recognized as contributing a significant portion of the regularly digested information.  
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Art. 10 Calendar of Statute
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(A) Specialized Conferences regarding the annual amendments to every HA Chapter of this Statute are convened by email, 

(1) Requests to be informed of a specific conference may be made at any time to the executive.  

(2) Scholarly studies on the topics should be submitted approximately one month before the Conference for the best chance to be included into the Statute.
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(B) The Conferences regarding the Amendment of Statute are as follows:
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Chapter 1 Military Department revised on Veteran’s Day and Memorial Day

Chapter 2 Attorney General Education revised on the 4th of July

Chapter 3 Health and Welfare revised in the month of June

Chapter 4 State Mental Institution Library Education revised in the month of May

Chapter 5 International Development revised in the month of September for the World Summit

Chapter 6 Community Correction Conviction is revised in the month of January

Chapter 7 National Cemeteries revised upon demand

Chapter 8 Drug Administration Yield arbitrarily revised in the month of October
