Free Kevin Wesley Hoseclaw HA-19-7-12

Dear Jackson County Sheriff Winters:
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Arresting Wesley at the 4th of July parade right in front of me was an error.  Now that the police have joined in the mob violence against Wesley, he is due compensation for the false arrest under Art. 14(6) of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR). To settle the victims of the recently concluded Ashland City Council debate regarding an exclusionary zone in violation of the separation of powers, when the City should have been earning $45 million out of U.S. Supreme Court settlement from Chautauqua Homeless Campaign v. Mt. Ashland Defenders HA-20-3-12 .  To redress HA demands  (1) the City of Ashland pay $10,000 for an Ashland Exclusionary Zone Mistrial and Victim (EZMVF) Fund; (2) Kevin Wesley Hoseclaw  be released into protective custody of a licensed professional social worker with mental health and sexual offender training, exonerated with DNA testing and paid $1,000 compensation from aforementioned EZMVF and (3) Move to amend Art. 11 of Oregon Constitution to ensure Oregon police are informed of their duty under the 6th Amendment to the U.S. Constitution and Art. 9(2) of the ICCPR that states, “Anyone who is arrested shall be informed, at the time of arrest, of the reasons for his arrest and shall be promptly informed of any charges against him”.  Kevin Wesley Hoseclaw has clearly stated that he is innocent.  If he is the six foot tall homeless man with a beard who had sexual relations with a fourteen year old from the newspaper, it was shortly after he was exposed to a dangerously hallucinogenic substance that induces about three days of a highly spiritual psychosis resulting in a bad decision that prolongs the stigma of mental illness and usually wears off completely after six months when the pugilist injustice against the completely healthy and sane begin to be in full swing under US v. Cruikshank 92 US 541 (1875).  If Wesley did anything to harm anyone I am sure he is very sorry but what I have seen is that he has been the victim.

For the past month or two Wesley has been getting beat up by a mob.  About a month ago I was at Uncle Food's listening to Wesley sing a song, minding my own business, when a latina lady came and told Wesley to "shut up" and began accusing him of being the six foot tall bearded man who had sex with a 14 year old girl in a park.  A group of young men, who do not normally attend the meal, rushed out and began beating him up.  When I poked my head around the bush to see what was going on they were kicking him on the ground, the gang stopped when I saw them.  Wesley got up and the men chased him off the church grounds yelling for him to get out of town and not come back.  That was the day I made sure to learn his name.  

The next time I saw him he got on the bus to Ashland with me at Medford.  A big guy then got on the bus and told Wesley to shut up, and threatened him with violence, when I protested he told me to mind my own business, and continued to make threats of violence against Wesley.  On that bus ride Wesley denied the statutory rape allegations and said that he had been exonerated by the police.  

Then when he came to Ashland to watch the 4th of July parade in Ashland he was arrested getting off of his bicycle to talk to me.  Wesley told the police officer, "I don't have any warrants out for my arrest".  The police officer claimed Wesley did indeed have a warrant.  But when I asked the police officer what that warrant was he refused to inform me of the charge and took Wesley's bicycle.     

I requested legal representation from a caravan of legal professionals participating in the parade saying, "Wesley has been getting attacked by a mob for about a month and now that the police have falsely arrested him.  His money compensation has come in".  But lawyers cannot ever be relied on to do the right thing so I am writing this brief to make sure that Wesley is released, compensated and the conditions giving rise to his persecution cease.  

By not informing Wesley or me of the nature and cause of the accusations the Ashland police did violate the 6th Amendment to the U.S. Constitution.  Although Art. 11 of the Oregon Constitution might mislead people to think that a person demands to be accused only at trial.  Art. 9(2) of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights clarifies, "Anyone who is arrested shall be informed, at the time of arrest, of the reasons for his arrest and shall be promptly informed of any charges against him".   The accused has the constitutional right 'to be informed of the nature and cause of the accusation' under Amendment VI. In United States v. Mills, 7 Pet. 142, this was construed to mean, that the indictment must set forth the offence 'with clearness and all necessary certainty, to apprise the accused of the crime with which he stands charged;' and in United States v. Cook, 17 Wall. 174, that 'every ingredient of which the offence is composed must be accurately and clearly alleged.'  The object of the indictment is, first, to furnish the accused with such a description of the charge against him as will enable him to make his defence, and avail himself of his conviction or acquittal for protection against a further prosecution for the same cause; and, second, to inform the court of the facts alleged, so that it may decide whether they are sufficient in law to support a conviction, if one should be had. Judge Story says the indictment must charge the time and place and nature and circumstances of the offence with clearness and certainty, so that the party may have full notice of the charge, and be able to make his defence with all reasonable knowledge and ability. US v. Cruikshank 92 US 541 (1875).

All human beings have the right to enjoy respect for their liberty and security.  In the course of arbitrary and unlawful deprivations of liberty, the detainees are frequently also deprived of access both to lawyers and to their own families, and also subjected to torture and other forms of ill-treatment. When a person is arrested without warrant or summons and then simply kept in detention without any court order, this also amounts to a violation of the right to freedom from arbitrary arrest and detention set forth in article 9(1) of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights.  

While the police and courts may not give due process to the false charges against Wesley we the people are deluded by the false allegations of the mob and are tired of doubting Wesley's innocence when confronted with flagrant violations of civil rights and criminal law by some roving lynch mob that target him and manifests to perpetrate all manner of violence against people who frequent downtown Ashland.  I have witnessed Wesley be victimized by both the mafia who made false allegations and the Ashland Police who refused to explain the charges against the man they were arresting.  Wesley is not the defendant.  Wesley has been falsely accused of statutory rape and exonerated by the police, only to be beaten up at a church and chased out of town by a lynch mob.  In the social work circuit Wesley has also been more recently accused of pulling a knife to defend himself against a more recent assault by a mob.  If Wesley did so, and no one was harmed, he exercised his right to defend himself wisely, and should not suffer any legal consequences therefore, although we condemn the use of weapons and reserve the right to call him, "not the sharpest tool in the shed".  

Now that Wesley has been formally falsely arrested by the actual Ashland police, rather than merely beaten up by some mob, incited to violence by the debate of the exclusionary rule, Wesley is formally due compensation for his false arrest.  

Until recently Wesley had many friends in Ashland.  He is something of a cultural institution in his own right.  He is homeless, usually extremely physically fit, sings and sits in tasteful locations.  As a mental health professional I theorized that his stigma of mental illness began on October 2010 when Wesley was trying to speak at an Occupy meeting.  I wanted to hear what this handsome physically fit homeless philosopher had to say but the fat female Occupy officer said, "shut up" and really ostracized him.  It later turned out that the same fat female officer patrols local meetings with potentially deadly disease pathogens, ie. colon cancer, and has very little qualms about being identified by every doctor there as not only sitting in my seat when I got up to speak, but I must add ruining my nice winter jacket.  

In conversation with a person who was formerly friends with Wesley it came out that he became somewhat mentally ill at the time of Occupy possibly entirely as the result of this silencing by the agent-provocateur whereby God has seen fit for me to also witness a beating and this most heinous false arrest, so that the whole truth of the stigma of his mental illness might be known to justice.  

Wesley has come to doubt his innate wisdom and talks of being both "wise man and fool" and into this uncertainty, caused perhaps entirely by the cruel unconstitutional tactics of the fat Occupy lady against the physically and mentally healthy, has crept a lynch mob that has robbed him of his self-confidence, his society of friends and finally succeeded in corrupting the Ashland police force.  

To explain how the good cop was corrupted in a mayoral appointed assassin town I must bring this case into the context of the illegal debate regarding a so called "exclusionary zone" in downtown Ashland whereby people who are repeatedly ticketed for certain offenses will be expelled from the downtown area for six months.  But this is no law to act out for an extended time, three months now by my reckoning.  By very reason of the spate of false arrests, numerous tickets and beatings and threatened beating by thugs  the exclusionary zone cannot pass and the issue must not only be excluded from discussion but the victims must be compensated.  

The thugs seem to be the same thugs who normally think they enjoy the protection of criminal law to poison and this spring got the opportunity to fist fight unarmed people.  

In the case of Wesley or diplomacy in the case of Morningstar, the targeted victims have been extremely falsely arrested.  It is interesting to note that the only arrested person I am aware of, Keith Haxton, who was actually guilty of the charge against him, camping on the Plaza to protest the camping prohibition after being repeatedly warned and then ticketed after about a week of sleeping on the Plaza, is on the ballot for election to City Council.  

Morningstar was arrested three to five times by City Council for apparently trying to give the mayor a painting although he had at that time infiltrated her friends, a particularly obese unhealthy nice lady, who we pray is still alive, with his appointed assassin to the Homeless Steering Committee.  The Sheriff has apparently exonerated Morningstar and told the City to stop discriminating against her.  This is what we hope to see happen again with Wesley.  

Both Morningstar and now Wesley are innocent and due compensation for false arrest from the City.  $1,000 a piece is probably fair.  $10,000 is probably a fair price to the City of Ashland for the termination of the exclusionary rule as a failed experiment under paragraph 10 of the Nuremburg Code.  Ashland discriminates against the homeless by not having a homeless shelter and ticketing people for camping.  The Homeless Steering Committee does not have any homeless members and amongst the appointees is a poisoner/torturer, who must be excluded, because she is clearly authorized to do so by both the Mayor and City Councilwoman Carol Voisin, the great church wrecker, who clandestinely leads the Citizen's Homeless Coalition to homicidally infringe on the Ashland's Citizen's Budget Committee, that produces an informative balanced budget 2013.  

The City of Ashland, the Mayor, the Homeless Steering Committee, the Citizen's Homeless Coalition are in grievous violation of the law and have gone so far as to corrupt the police force.  The population is declining.  People are not willing to pay high prices for abuse they can get for cheaper elsewhere.  The exclusionary rule must be excluded once and for all and the victims of tickets must be forgiven and the falsely arrested compensated.  To properly understand where the discrimination is coming from, Ashland needs to learn that it would be a good thing to reduce the real estate value from 150% of state average.  

Notice was served to HUD under 24CFR1.8(d,c) on July 5, 2012.  Failure for the city to comply within 10 days with the demand to exclude the exclusionary zone debate and make a meaningful legal effort to forgive victims of cruel ticketings and compensate those falsely arrested, at a total estimated cost of $10,000, will result in the termination of discriminatory used HUD funds.  The likely target for termination is the CBDG funding the "low income housing coordinator" now claims "does not work for HUD". These false arrests pointing at the inadequacy of my asylum against violation of civil rights perpetrated by the City of Ashland coincide temporally with developments in the federal HUD grant for an Ashland Homeless shelter as did the death of homeless friend, Shane Jolley, who choked to death on a 4 oz piece of steak on Christmas Eve the same night I published the first Homeless Assistance Grant application for an Ashland Homeless Shelter with a puddle of poison on my desk.  There is considerable wiretapping and communications fraud, going so far as to require telecommunication providers to colocate their antennas or pay a fine, wifi is spotty in downtown Ashland.  Few intellectuals go there anymore.  It is a place for gangsters and thugs.  The City of Ashland needs to atone for their sins. Safe in his morally upright conviction Keith has demonstrated that the guilty populate City Council.  Innocent Wesley and Morningstar are due $1,000 each.  

Ashland is due a homeless shelter and free camping, the city needs to be excluded and services provided for by the non-profit efforts of Ruth Coulthard, Aaron Fletcher and Alan Sandler as called for in Part 3 of Chautauqua Homeless Campaign v. Mt. Ashland Defenders HA-30-3-12 www.title24uscode.org/Ashlandwatershed.doc  now the liability of the City - $250,000, $25,000 per year for a homeless shelter immediately until such a time the federal government pays their 75% share under the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act.

I am sorry for the delay.  I was busy balancing the federal budget to prevent the debt from exceeding 100% of GDP.  My initial submission on July 5, 2011 was also not properly archived because my Google account had been defrauded and although the Ashland PD was only intending to torture became guilty of treason under Art. 3(3) of the U.S. Constitution as the result of their infringement on a very delicate application of Art. 2(2).  

I must therefore move for a mistrial reprimanding the arresting officer from the Ashland Police Department for executing an arrest warrant against the victim of mob violence.   Because the arresting officer was not only in error but attempted to justify his error by falsely alleging very serious and expensive charges amounting to more than $1 million bail, the officer was so excessive in his charges if he is not relieved of his duty entirely, must pay a reasonable $1,000 fine and be reprimanded for falsely arresting a well-known victim of mob violence - corruption.  

Jackson County needs to stop the genocide incited by the Ashland City Council’s debate regarding the exclusionary rule by declaring a mistrial.  The City of Ashland has stopped the debate, but now Ashland must pay an estimated $10,000 for the compensation of victims of the debate regarding the exclusionary rule.  Kevin Wesley Hoseclaw is innocent and Oregon owes him follow up social work in lieu of probation and $1,000 to be immediately released to a safe home or camp, a delicate concern complicated by the illegality of legal custody - protective custody.  What may be needed is that the vigilantes pay a $100 fine.
