International development and welfare are the focus of international economic cooperation.  The current regime founded during the Second World War to replace the regime established during the First World War is however a military dictatorship.  While casualties of war have gone down income inequality has gone up and extreme poverty and preventable disease are major sources of casualties.  The West has become decadent but the East is not yet ascendant.  This test is designed to teach you the basics principles of international political reform, diplomacy, international economic regulation, international trade negotiations and international development as it applies to levying donations from the 1.5 billion people living in wealthy countries with 85% of world wealth and administrating that aid as efficiently as possible to benefit the 1.5 billion poorest people in the poorest countries.  This test is intended to give you the resolve to advocate what is right in face of overwhelming propaganda for persecution as the world’s 6.6 billion people struggle to achieve a Gross World Product (GWP) greater than $66 trillion.

4. What are the basic concepts of the Monroe Doctrine?

a. That is the manifest destiny of the United States to overspread the continent and through expansion, become a recognized political and social superpower.
b. Separate spheres of influence for the Americas and Europe, non-colonization, and non-intervention
c. 9. Official Development Assistance (ODA) is a statistic first compiled by the Development Assistance Committee (DAC) of the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) in 1959.  What is the official definition of Official Development Assistance (ODA?

Flows of official financing administered for the promotion of the economic development and welfare of developing countries as the main objective, and which are concessional in character with a grant element of at least 25% (using a fixed 10% rate of discount).  By convention, ODA flows comprise contributions of donor government agencies, at all levels, to developing countries (bilateral ODA) and to multilateral institutions.  ODA receipts comprise disbursements by bilateral donors and multilateral institutions.

14. Somalia with a population of 8.9 million people and per capita income of $600 receives $60 million in ODA.  Burundi with a population of 8.1 million and per capita income of $600 receives $225 million, about $27 annually per capita.  What are reasonable estimates of future ODA to guarantee the people equal rights?
a. ODA should be transferred from Burundi to Somalia so Somalia which is slightly more populated receives a little more – Somalia $145 million, Burundi $140 million.

16. The financial crisis in industrial nations became a global economic crisis, as the result of the financial sector bailout. This market manipulation is prohibited under the WTO Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures and Art. IV of the International Monetary Fund (IMF) Articles of Agreement.  As usual the economic crisis is predicted to disparately impact developing nations without safety nets.  It is estimated that as the result of the crisis, particularly from the double whammy of manipulating first world currencies to increase when by law they should have devaluated to offset the money printed for the bailout, mostly as the result of the increase the price of food, the number of people suffering from hunger and extreme poverty of less than $1 a day increased from 825 million to 1.2 billion.  This seriously jeopardizes the achievement of the UN Millennium Development Goals that aims for a number less than 600 million by 2015. 20. Since the 9-11 attacks by al Queda the US and NATO have militarily occupied Afghanistan and installed a sympathetic government.  Despite billions of dollars of foreign military assistance Afghanistan remains the poorest nation in the Middle East and Asia with a per capita income of less than $800.  Fully backed by NATO countries, US Congress decides that it is in the national security interest of the United States to engage in military operations in the nation of Afghanistan, the UN Security Council neither explicitly condones this action nor does it expressly condemn it.  The operation, of around 40,000 NATO forces, is intended to back the democratically elected government in Kabul, that has little control outside the capitol city itself.  Although possessing a military of around 130,000, without taxing the opium crops that comprise 25% of the Gross Domestic Product (GDP), Afghanistan does not have the funds to finance a civilian government of the entire country.  In this vacuum “Taliban” militants rise from villages to extort taxes from opium cultivators, and citizens and serves as a de facto local government, regularly engaging in terrorist attacks at government and international forces.  In 2007 the London Conference on Afghanistan issued a $10 billion loan for reconstruction and development.  Subsequently violence has increased dramatically.  What is necessary for a lasting peace in Afghanistan?

a. The immediate withdrawal of foreign occupying forces.

21. Draft a peace treaty to settle a military conflict between State parties, between a State Party(s) and non-state actors, or between warring factions.  Make provisions for a cessation of hostilities (cease fire), reparation for the civilian victims of the conflict, and settle the underlying issue of the dispute.   Cite the history of the conflict, estimate the casualties, make judgments pertaining to the legality of the use of force.  Is it a just war or an unjust war, are both sides in error, are both sides basically honorably, are there any war criminals who should be taken into custody?  Arrange for the financing of reparations on the basis of responsibility for the damage and ability to pay.  The international community is usually willing to finance peace.  Send the document to the relevant Ambassadors of the United Nations, Secretary-General, International Court of Justice and relevant international organizations.
22. Select a developing country or geographically contiguous group of developing countries in similar circumstances.  Comment on their geography, history, political situation with an emphasis on the economy.  Be meticulous regarding statistics, make sure to explain the size of the population, its Gross National Income, its per capita income, what sort of employment the people engage in, how many are unemployed, how many live below the poverty line, how much international assistance they receive, how much foreign direct investment, the international trade balance, how much revenues the government takes in, the life expectancy, what diseases are of public health concern and how serious an issue is hunger and nutrition.  Estimate how many people make less than $1 and $2 a day.  Estimate how much foreign assistance would be needed to bring these people above the international hunger and poverty lines.  Suggest ways to deal with public health and economic problems.  Send your report to the UN Ambassador(s) of that country, other interested people from that region and try to connect them with the donor community under your strategic plan. 
23. Investigate US private international assistance programs.  Study their reports and identify their contact people.  Write an analysis of their assistance program to convince the US Foreign Service to legislate their assistance in a private bill so that it would be accounted for by the Developing Assistance Committee and the UN Development Programme so the US would get on track to donate 0.7% its GNI for ODA.  Write several such analysis, see what sort of response you get, disseminate the legality and politics of the situation and promote these private international assistance program to legislate their aid so that it would be officially accounted for.
24. Do a thorough accounting of global ODA.  Compile a table of the donor nations, note the size of their population, their GNI (or GDP), their per capita income and how much they contribute, in real terms as a percent of their GNI, and as an alliance.  Verify these statistics, make notes where there are discrepancies, namely Saudi Arabia and Kuwait are not DAC members and US private assistance is not accounted for, and enter the data you feel is most credible in the table, explaining your divergence from the official explanation.  Compile a table of middle income nations who are exempt from donation and receipt of ODA, note the population, GNI, per capita and make notes if there are any special issues that could help their economic achievement of donor status.  Compile a table of least developed nations, note the size of their population, their GNI (or GDP), their per capita income, how many people live below $1 or $2 a day, how much international assistance they receive, in real terms, as percent of their GNI and per capita for the total population and for the population in need.  Verify these statistics; make notes where there inequalities, direct new assistance to needy nations who have been ignored.  Develop a mathematical formula so all people living below the international poverty receive assistance, and comparatively more money is allocated to needier nations of people, on a per capita basis.

Title 22 Foreign Relations and Intercourse (a-FRaI-D) needs to be amended to Foreign Relations (FR-ee), the Court of International Trade of the United States (CoITUS) needs to be changed to Customs Court (CC), the USAID Bureau for Asia and the Near East (ANE) needs to be divided into the Bureau for South East Asia (SEA) including Oceania and the Bureau for Middle East and Central Asia (MECA) including North African and Indonesia.

It would also be a good idea to forgive the $10 billion loan and issue another $10 billion grant but until the government ceases to fight the national economy the situation is unlikely to improve. 
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
