Missions

a. Take note of a military action and speak or write your opinion regarding the legality of the use of force in that action, mostly under the Hague and Geneva Conventions but including any other sources of humanitarian laws of war, and demand reparation for any civilian casualties or injuries.   
b. Study the history of a military conflict, taking care to note of all official declarations of hostilities, military actions by states, non-state actors, the number of casualties and estimated property damage, to whom and by whom, treaties made, reparations already paid and make a recommendation for reparations that would create a lasting peace.

c. On disarmament issues describe the weapons that need to be controlled, be they nuclear, conventional, biological, chemical or disease pathogens, the regulations and conventions that need to be complied with, reports and books on the topic, the casualties caused by these weapons and what needs to be done to prohibit or control the proliferation of these weapons.

d. In regards to humanitarian assistance take notes on a humanitarian disaster, include estimates on the number of casualties and their circumstances, write what you think these people would need, determine how much the state where the disaster occurred is able or willing to provide, coordinate with other donors, arrange to bring supplies, translators, medical personnel, engineers and military security in sufficient number to ameliorate immediate survival issues, estimate cost of reparation, and make plans for socio-economic recovery.
