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The right not to vote was found to be a better expression of principles until independent parties receive 25% of Democratic and Republican (DR) party campaign contributions and are slated to redress the monopolization of American Popular Elections: The United States has not had a quorum for democracy since 1900 HA-29-10-10

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Summary

I ran the Medford Marathon, around 17 miles, in two-and-a-half hours from 8:30-11:00 am, to the Occupy rally on Jan. 5th at 1:30 pm at Medford City Hall in support of the "Medford 6" and “Bend 8” who had been arrested and fined $1,000 for trespassing in the offices of Republican U.S. Representative Greg Walden in Medford, Bend and a third location where they weren’t arrested in the second district of Oregon on Dec. 5, 2011.  These recently retired Oregon Progressive Democrats were arrested for seeking representation for the 99% and stayed to draw media attention to the fact that Walden only listens to and votes for the 1%, his campaign contributors, the wealthiest Americans and those who run the largest U.S. corporations.  They were essentially asking him to come to a Town Hall meeting.  There was an 'Occuparty' and "Represent Me or Arrest Me" benefit concert.  You can watch the Medford 6 talk about their civil disobedience on Youtube.  Occupy is fundraising for the legal costs via t-shirt sales. The shirt makers have donated their silk screening, and all proceeds (above costs for USA/Union-made Ts and eBay cut) will go into a fund for the Medford 6 and Bend 8, which will either be used to pay legal fees, fines, and court costs or to finance further adventures in civil disobedience and activism.  All told, the Medford 6 pled no contest and each paid a $150 fine to Medford Muni.

The arrest was premeditated by participants.  The Elders were not civil because they did not cite the civil code, they did not have an Act for Congress, nor a brief for the Court, and recently retired unfortunately no longer enjoy the protection of labor management relations from conflict of interest laws pertaining to lobbying activity under18USC(11)§205(i).  The Medford 6 upstaged the civil law system instituted by the Occupy Ashland Report on Occupy Wall St. HA-11-11-11.  The betrayal of the People by the Progressive Democrats to the 8% approval ratings of Congress enabled Republican Majority Leader Rep. Boehner (OH) to pass a $10 billion, 2 month extension of the 2% OASI tax Middle Class Tax Relief Act (MCRTRA) of December 2011 in abuse of 18USC(11)§205(i).  Not enough to cause net loss of employment like the $90 billion of 2010.  This economic damage to the Happy New Year is more than offset by the deficiency judgment in TARP Winter Shelter Closeout HA-31-12-11.  The federal government has two weeks to repeal this bill, before it is too late to correct this irreparable error under Overpayment and Underpayment Title II Sec. 204 of the Social Security Act 42USC(7(II))§404.  

Occupy is a revolution of the 99% against the 1%.  The past 30 years under the tyranny of the Baby Boomers’ majority experiment with birth control has been non-supportive.  In general, Occupy Baby Boomers, as elders, the natural born leaders of any organic leaderless grassroots movement, need to be reminded of the lobbying restrictions on former officers, employees, and elected officials under 18USC(11)§207 (a)(1)(A) after the termination of his or her service or employment…knowingly makes, with the intent to influence, any communication to or appearance before any officer or employee of any department, agency, court, or court-martial…in which the United States or the District of Columbia is a party or has a direct and substantial interest, Shall be punished as provided in 18USC(11)§216.  Unlike Rep. Greg Walden (R) retired officers of the uniformed services may be exempted under 18USC(11)§206 from conviction for receiving compensation as a member of Congress under 18USC(11)§203 and activities as officers and employees in claims against and other matters under 18USC(11)§205 like other people unprotected by federal labor management relations at 18USC(11)§205(i) often need injunctions to avoid penalty under 18USC(11)§216.  

The day of the trial of the Medford 6, James “Jimmy” Georgeson (20) was shot and killed by Federal Marshalls on Jan. 5, 2012.  Jackson County may impose a $250,000 fine on the Oregon Federal Marshalls to better protect the Rogue Valley against the Use of the Interstate  Commercial Facility in the Commission of Murder for Hire under 18USC(95)§1958. However the Jackson County Clerk Chris Walker and Sheriff Winters face federal investigation under bribery of public official and witness statute 18USC(11)§ 201.  The international rate of compensation for families of civilian death casualties of military operations run from $2,500-$10,000 (Sanders ’11:MD §8(B)(2)).  The federal government clearly bears total responsibility for the dramatic increase in homicides in the Rogue to a record 10 in 2011. Submitting to the federal government is a serious betrayal of public trust in the Rogue Valley.  The torture of the Rogue Valley federal government, the Social Security Administration, ACCESS Low Income Energy Assistance, Ashland National Guard base, Oregon Second District Congressperson and Oregon Federal Marshalls have been deadly to the community at every exposure.  Since the second session of the 110th Congress (2008) through at least the 112th Congress (2011-2012), the Democratic-Republican (DR) two party system is insolvent and domestically corrupt and must be dissolved by the People for the People.  Occupy Ashland betrayed the People lobbying their Congressperson.  The payment of $100 to Occupy Ashland by Peace Church deepens the error.  The two bona fide petitioners were forced to recuse themselves from Occupy Ashland seek monetary reparation from Peace Church to compensate for this loss of consortium.

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In Regan, Secretary of Treasury et al v. Taxation With Representation of Washington 461 US 540 (1983) the U.S. Supreme Court held that lobbying restrictions on §501(c)(3) organizations under 26USC§501(c)(3) violates the principle "that the government may not deny a benefit to a person because he exercises a constitutional right."  Indeed nothing in federal conflict of interest statute shall prevent anyone from participating in a bona fide pension, retirement, group health or other employee benefit or welfare program under 18USC(11)§209(b).  Occupy therefore had nothing to fear but Williams v. Fears, 179 U.S. 270, 274 (1900) itself, when the Supreme Court disregarded, "the right of locomotion, the right to remove from one place to another according to inclination, is an attribute of personal liberty, and the right, ordinarily, of free transit from or through the territory of any state is a right...And so as to the right to contract. The liberty, of which the deprivation without due process of law is forbidden, 'means not only the right of the citizen to be free from the mere physical restraint of his person, as by incarceration, but the term is deemed to embrace the right of the citizen to be free in the enjoyment of all his faculties; to be free to use them in all lawful ways; to live and work where he will; to earn his livelihood by any lawful calling; to pursue any livelihood or avocation, and for that purpose to enter into all contracts which may be proper, necessary, and essential to his carrying out to a successful conclusion the purposes above mentioned; . . . although it may be conceded that this right to contract in relation to persons or property or to do business within the jurisdiction of the state may be regulated and sometimes prohibited when the contracts or business conflict with the policy of the state as contained in its statutes” to affirm the judgment.  
II. Fair Trial of Federal Conflicts of Interest 
The Medford 6 have been fined $150 for trespassing on federal conflict of interest statute.  Rep. Greg Walden (R-2-OR) however unfairly remains unpunished for:

The Far Right Republican-appointed majority on the Supreme Court ruled in Citizen’s United v. Federal Election Commission No. 08-205  January 21, 2010 that unlimited corporate money could pour into political campaigns anonymously in a way that clearly favored corporate American and the super-wealthy who were now the only entities served by the Republican Party. A decades-old system of rules that governed the financing of the nation’s elections was overturned allowing corporate spending to call the shots on political races and elections (Schaeffer ’11: 82, 63, 184).  The United States Supreme Court is a very peculiar institution and the sense of the Court as a serious intellectual community has also diminished over the past couple of decades, along with the number of cases actually being decided. Electoral politics, the Court itself does not participate in, by virtue of their lifetime appointment to the bench, are beyond the scope of the doctrine of constitutional judicial review, eg. the separation of powers, set forth in Marbury v. Madison 5 U.S. (1 Cranch) 137 (1803) that “excludes from judicial review those controversies which revolve around policy choices and value determinations constitutionally committed for resolution to the halls of Congress or the confines of the executive branch.” Bush v. Gore No.  00-949 (2000), Citizens United v. F.E.C No. 08-205 (2010) and Doe v. Reed, No. 09-559 (2010) and application for certiorari Gordon v. Sansone (2011)  all fit in the this category of the Court’s most awful decisions that should have been excluded.  Specifically Justice Marshall delineated “questions, in their nature political, or which are by the constitution and laws, submitted to the executive, can never be made in this court.” (Levinson’10).

The first sign of that peculiar discrimination for which the separation of political and judicial power was prescribed to redress the dueling death of Treasurer Alexander Hamilton by Vice President Aaron Burr in Marbury v. Madison 5 U.S. (1 Cranch) 137 (1803) occurred when the Medford Mail Tribune flippantly reported shortly after being cited in the beautiful Treaty of Freedom with the Rogue River Tribes: Table Rock Wilderness Campground and Powwow Petition HA-12-5-11 that my non-respondent confidant, the Jackson County Clerk Chris Walker, was a female named Chris like Washington Governor Chris Gregoire, I had just relocated from to resolve the Case for Trashing Treason HA-12-7-10.  In September the Medford Mail Tribune reported that the County Clerk Chris Walker had paid $113,000 for elections in Goldhill valued at $65, from whence another female candidate had also been cited.  Then U.S. Department of Justice paid a $200,000-$400,000 grant to the Jackson County Judiciary to employ one full time and two part time workers to help take care of the families of recidivists.  The day the DEA raided Anderson’s medical marijuana farm the Mail Tribune did erroneously write the name Sanders instead of Saunders, in the State Supreme Court college gun case, aggravating gun violence and chemical weapon abuse in the Rogue Valley. The DEA accidentally discharged a gun and took and presumably destroyed the entire 400 plant collective farm, that could have been made into hashish for Pakistan flood refugees, although federal laws have a 99 plant threshold.  The U.S. District Attorney should have civilly issued a fine to limit the crop to 99 plants, in writing.  Now the United States must be cited for the accidentally discharge of a firearm while unnecessarily breaking and entering and seizing collective property.  The U.S. District Attorney must not be allowed to cover up their misconduct with the Gordon v. Sansone (2011) application for certiorari or other intimidating lawsuits covering up bribes 18USC(11)§ 201. 

The Rogue Valley needs a new U.S. District Attorney.  I therefore challenge all resident attorneys to complete the S.W.A.T. training course in White City.  Sure Oregon lawyers spend all their time sabotaging the economy with their lobbying activity and devote only one small article on the first page of The Oregon Legal Journal to the way the legislature is completely responsible for sentencing decisions.  Oregon is only about two times over the legal limit of 250 detainees per 100,000 residents, while the United States is three times and Washington D.C. six times over this legal limit.  The U.S. Supreme Court has made considerable progress apologizing for using Hospitals & Asylums (HA) to stage a coup d’etat against the only state with a balanced budget for Doe v. Reed, Washington 2010 with their timely application for the release of 40,000 mentally and physically disabled California prisoners in Edward Brown, Governor of California, et al  v. Marciana & Plata et al No. 09–1233 (2011) that was approved in Act III of the Defense of Social Security Caucus HA-1-7-11 to create an SSI financed halfway house system nationally.  
Many Evangelicals and Roman Catholics would have long ago been voting for progressive candidates (i.e. Democrats ) because these voters (particularly young people) are sick and tired of the Republican Party’s slide into the role of Far Right war machine/shill for corporate America.  Many religious people have become increasingly sympathetic to gay rights, favor closing the gap between rich and poor, and root for policies that foster racial diversity.  They want immigration justice.  They’re for cutting back the bloated defense establishment and they favor the conservation of the environment.  After the election of 2008 a student poll conducted at Gordon College (an Evangelical school in Massachusetts) found that about 20 percent of the students had voted for Obama.  Evangelical students on campus even opened a student Democratic Party office (Schaeffer ’11: 184, 202). Following the election of our first black president, the “politics” of the Evangelical, Jewish, Roman Catholic and Mormon Far Right was not the politics of loyal opposition, but rather the instigation of revolution, which was first and best expressed by Rush Limbaugh when even before President Obama took office he said, “I hope Obama fails.”

Have no fear of federal insolvency. Hospitals & Asylums (HA) is the sole proprietor of the balanced federal budget so the insolvency of President, Congress and Treasury is no defense against the inescapable responsibility of OASDI paying for SSI beginning October 1, 2011, the first day of FY 2012, in my book. On Dec. 13 the Ashland Daily Tidings moved their offices to Medford.   Ashland must now atone for an unsolved murder without the benefit of the free press.  It is written in Deuteronomy 21:1-3,6-8 that if a man is found slain, lying in a field…and it is not known who killed him your elders and judges shall go out and measure the distance from the body to the neighboring towns…then all the elders of the town nearest shall wash their hands and declare “Our hands did not shed this blood, nor did our eyes see it done.  Accept this atonement for your people…and do not hold your people guilty of the blood of an innocent man”.   All told, the Fed murdered 10 people in 2011.  On January 5, 2012 Federal Marshall’s could not conceal the weapon in the hand of a torture victim when they shot and killed a 20 year old probation violator, who had left drug rehab for a girl.  A number of Federal Marshalls had been dispatched after he was discovered filling a prescription.  His car was surrounded and when he attempted to ram his way out was shot and killed and could not be resuscitated.  People agree the federal jurisdiction in the Rogue Valley is 100% corrupt and 100% responsible for inciting every murder here over the past year.  Rogue Valley federal officials must achieve higher levels of self-determination and autonomy.  Jackson County may impose up to $250,000 fine on the Oregon Federal Marshalls to better protect the Rogue Valley against the Use of the Interstate  Commercial Facility in the Commission of Murder for Hire under 18USC(95)§1958.  The UN Compensation Commission rate of compensation for families of civilian casualties run from $2,500-$10,000 (Sanders ’11:MD §8(B)(2)). 

Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive the glory and honor and power; for thou hast created all things, and for thy pleasure they are and were created (Revelation 4:11).  Most theologians agree that the New Testament Law of Love “corrects” or “completes” the Old Testament Law of Retribution. If one of your countrymen becomes poor among you and sells himself to you do not make him work as a slave.  He is to be treated as a hired worker or a temporary resident among you; he is to work for you until the Year of Jubilee.  Then he and his children are to be released and he will go back to his own clan and the property of his forefathers.  Because the Israelites are my servants, whom I brought out of Egypt, they must not be sold as slaves.  Do not rule over them ruthlessly, but fear your God (Leviticus 25: 39-43).  Proverbs 13:24 he that spareth his rod hateth his son: but he that loveth him chasteneth him diligently.  Proberbs 19:18 Chasten thy son while there is hope, and let not they soul spare for his crying. Proverbs 23:13 Withhold not correction from the child; for if thou beatest him with the rod, he shall not die. (Schaeffer ’11: 61, 242).
A thread of open interpretation of the Scriptures and religious tradition goes back to the beginnings of the Christian era and coexists with the narrower, harsher view of God.  That “thread” teaches that we do not find God through dogma but through stillness of the soul.  In that quiet place we may be given the gift of encountering something bigger and more beautiful than ourselves. First-century Church Father Tertullian summed up this more enlightened view, exhorting the faithful, “that which is infinite is known only to itself.  This it is which gives some notion of god, while yet beyond all our conceptions-our very incapacity of fully grasping Him affords us the idea of what He really is.  He is presented to our minds His transcendent greatness, as at once known and unknown”.  Apophatic theology teaches that the Divine is ineffable, something that can be recognized only when it is felt after it is given.  All we can “do” is shut up, listen and wait.  This ancient tradition, this humane thread, flies in the face of today’s Evangelical myths about an “inerrant” literal, Bible (Schaeffer ’11: 105, 260-261).
The bedrock article of faith in the American Religious Right is that America had “Christian origins” and that today America must be “restored” to its “religious heritage”.  The “Puritan heritage” of America is cited as evidence for our need to return to our biblical roots and/or to work internationally, as does the Family, to get others to follow our “holy” path.  Anna Hutchinson was a seventeenth-century settler in Massachusetts and an “unauthorized” Bible teacher in a dissident church group who, in the words of the state of Massachusetts monument honoring her, was a “courageous exponent of civil liberty and religious toleration”.  Hutchinson was also a student of the Bible, which she interpreted by light of what she termed her own “divine inspiration”.  Hutchinson came to believe that in order to remain both a Christian and a sane and decent being, she had to pick and choose what she believed in her tradition.  Hutchinson was banished from the colony for her stand.  And Hutchinson, like all people of goodwill informed by the love-thy-neighbor ethic, carried within her evolving ethical self the ability to “listen” for the Lord’s “prophetical office” to “open scripture” (Schaeffer 260-261)
Natural law refers to the use of reason to analyze morality.  Some Church Fathers in the West incorporated natural law theory into Christian theology.  Recently, conservative Roman Catholic intellectuals have used natural law to support their theological Far Right ideas.  Here is a good definition by Elizabeth Anscombe, one of the leading Roman Catholic intellectual of the twentieth century “Any type of wrong action is against the natural law, stealing is, framing someone is, oppressing people is.  “Natural law” is simply a way of speaking about the whole of morality, used by Catholic thinkers because they believe the general precepts of morality are laws promulgated by God our Creator in the enlightened human understanding when it is thinking in general terms about what are good and what are bad actions.  That is to say, the discoveries of reflection and reasoning when we think straight about these things are God’s legislation to us (Schaeffer ’11: 73).

IV. Nonvoting Tyranny of Generational Conflict 

Occupy is a revolution of the 99% against the 1%.  The past 30 years under the tyranny of the Baby Boomers’ majority experiment with birth control has been non-supportive.  In general, Occupy Baby Boomers, as elders, the natural born leaders of any organic leaderless grassroots movement, need to be reminded of the lobbying restrictions on former officers, employees, and elected officials under 18USC(11)§207 (a)(1)(A) after the termination of his or her service or employment…knowingly makes, with the intent to influence, any communication to or appearance before any officer or employee of any department, agency, court, or court-martial…in which the United States or the District of Columbia is a party or has a direct and substantial interest, Shall be punished as provided in 18USC(11)§216.  Unlike Rep. Greg Walden (R) retired officers of the uniformed services may be exempted under 18USC(11)§206 from conviction for receiving compensation as a member of Congress under 18USC(11)§203 and activities as officers and employees in claims against and other matters under 18USC(11)§205 like other people unprotected by federal labor management relations at 18USC(11)§205(i) often need injunctions to avoid penalty under 18USC(11)§216.  

Around the world, the years from 1945 to 1964 were incredibly productive in terms of ideas, inventions, literature and people.  In the United States alone, the generation that has come to be called the baby boomers today numbers seventy-eight million.  It is the largest generation in U.S. history and currently the largest living generation in the country.  The generation that followed, born between about 1965 and 1979 and known as Gen X, is much smaller, numbering around forty-five million people.  Younger yet are those known as the Millennials, to replace the term Generation Y, born roughly between 1980 and 2000, numbering about sixty million.  The oldest living generation, sometimes called the “greatest generation” the “World War II generation: or “veterans of change” were born roughly between 1915 and 1944. Baby boomers built the current nonprofit sector.  In the 1950s there were around fifty thousand nonprofits in the United States.  By 1993, which was probably the height of when baby boomers were in leadership positions, there were 750,000 nonprofits; today, with four generations of people working in nonprofits, there are 1.5 million nonprofit organizations employing 10 percent of the workforce. (Klein ‘09: 223, 229).  To coin a generation, the Second Millennials, born 2000-2020 may win their children the right to vote but democratic victory has shifted from the voting tyranny of the Baby Boomers to the nonvoting tyranny of the Millennials.  Fifty percent of them are expected to live to be a hundred.  Although the birth rate has gone down from a forty-five year high of 4,265,996 in 2006 it can be estimated that the Democratic-Republican (DR) two party system became insolvent and needed to dissolved and not served by anyone but the free press, shortly before the seventy-eight million Baby Boomers were outnumbered by the non-voting Millennials because of the high rates of dissatisfaction with lobbying the federal government.

In 2010 in the United States 24 percent of the population, 74,098,927, the largest cohort, was under the age of 18 and could not vote.  An estimated 3.9 million Americans, or one in fifty adults, have currently or permanently lost the ability to vote because of a felony conviction (Sanders ’11: 883: §264(A)(1)). Combined there are 77.9 million people legally denied the right to vote in the United States.  76 percent of the total were voting age population (VAP), over the age of 18.  The voting age population 13 percent over the age of 65, 19 percent 50-64, 20.7 percent 35-39, 13.3 percent 25-34 and 7 percent 20-24, with one year margin of error.  The 2010 Census reports that 17.6 percent of the demographic in Jackson County and in the City of Ashland were over the age of 65.  This is a significantly higher percentage of aged people than 13.9 percent in Oregon and 13 percent in the United States. By coincidence, divine providence or direct democracy it appears that at the exact moment that the number of people not allowed to vote by law exceeded the 78 million Baby Boomers whose super-majority has tyrannized the latter half of the 20th Century, the American Century, the Democratic-Republican (DR) two party system became completely insolvent and except for one or two tried and true regulatory agencies in the Executive Branch can no longer be safely associated with by the People since the second session of the 110th Congress in 2008.  
In 2010 the number of Social Security beneficiaries aged 65 or older rose from about 33.7 million in 2004 to more than 36.5 million in 2009 (8.3 percent of the total). More than 90 percent of people over the age of 65 receive social security old age and survivor benefits.  33.5 million retired workers received reduced benefits because of entitlement prior to full retirement age. Even people without earnings on record are eligible for SSI when they reach the age of 65.  The number of beneficiaries aged 85 or older increased at a greater rate during the 5-year period (17.3 percent), from fewer than 4.4 million in 2004 to more than 5.1 million in 2009. In 2009, about 49,000 centenarians were receiving Social Security. About 20.7 million women aged 65 or older received benefits for December 2009. About 8.9 million (43.0 percent) were entitled solely to a retired-worker benefit. About 6.1 million (29.5 percent) were dually entitled to a retired-worker benefit and a wife's or widow's benefit, and about 5.7 million (27.5 percent) were receiving wife's or widow's benefits only. Nearly 3.2 million children under age 18 received benefits, including 1,258,817 children of deceased workers, 1,598,189 children of disabled workers, and 301,132 children of retired workers. Nearly 15 million children in the United States – 21% of all children live in families with incomes below the federal poverty level $22,050 a year for a family of four.  About 8.9 million persons received benefits based on disability—7,788,013 disabled workers, 920,883 disabled adult children, and 236,480 disabled widows and widowers. In addition, 158,122 spouses and 1,657,713 minor and student children of disabled workers received benefits. Average monthly benefits for December 2009 were $1,164 for retired workers, $1,064 for disabled workers, and $1,124 for nondisabled widows and widowers. Among retired workers, monthly benefits averaged $1,312 for men and $1,011 for women. For disabled workers, average monthly benefits were $1,189 for men and $925 for women.  
It is alarming that significantly more women over the age of 65, 20.7 million (56.7 percent) received retirement benefits than the 15.8 million men over the age of 62 (43.3 percent).  It would seem that post-menopausal women dramatically outlive men.  Relatively more women (76.4 percent) than men (71.4 percent) received reduced benefits.  On average female retirees make $301 less.  In total women OASI beneficiaries over the age of 65 make $102 million more every month $20,927 million, than men and women under the age of 62 combined, $20,729 million (Sanders ’11: Act IV 46, 47).  Record high life expectancy was recorded for both males and females (75.3 years and 80.4 years, respectively) in 2007. While the gap between male and female life expectancy has narrowed since the peak gap of 7.8 years in 1979, the 5.1 year difference in 2007 is the same as in 2006. For the first time, life expectancy for black males reached 70 years.  Questions remain.  Does that 5.1 year difference in male and female life expectancy equate with the disproportionate number of women on the social security retirement rolls?  Do men work until they die?  Is it that men need to learn to clean, cook their own vegetables and exercise daily?  Or is social security retirement dangerous to men’s health?  Is it that postmenopausal women enjoy the immunity to lobby the perverted politicians that their husbands and children do not?   Men would like the equal right to live to 100.
Seventy-six million American children, the Baby Boomers, were born between 1945 and 1964.  The marketing of a highly effective birth control Pill and legalization of abortion dramatically reduced the number of children most women had. Of three generations of women born in 1910, 1935, and 1960, those born in 1935 had the most children (on average 3.0 children per woman) and those born in 1960 had the fewest (2.0).  Replacement level fertility is set at 2.1 children per woman because of infant mortality.  U.S. fertility first dropped to less than replacement level fertility in 1972 and by 2002 had dropped to a record low.  In 2009 4,130,665 children were born, 13.8 per 1,000 population; not quite as many as during the height of the Baby Boom 1956-1964) but growing steadily.  Despite its low birth rate the United States is the fastest growing industrialized nation.  Most of the population growth in the United States over the past forty years can be attributed to immigration.  Baby Boomers dominate over 80% of personal financial assets and more than 50% of discretionary spending power in 2008.  They are responsible for more than half of all consumer spending, buy 77% of all prescription drugs, 61% of OTC medication, 80% of all leisure travel and probably 90% of all conflicts of interest and nonsupport.  We must capitalize upon this opportunity to create a tyrant free society by strengthening relations between Baby Boomers and Millennials, the X-Generation and Elders.
The semi-official spokespersons for the pro-choice side have consistently acted as if Roe v. Wade (1973) were somehow a foundation of the entire progressive agenda, rather than a needless impediment to it.  Abortion as defined by Roe keeps the public and Congress polarized with hysterical accusations of “murder” from one side and “misogyny” from the other.  Roe held the right to privacy was “broad enough to encompass” a right to abortion.  22 percent of all pregnancies in America end in abortion. In New York City 40 percent of pregnancies ended in abortion.  Nearly 50 percent of pregnancies among American women are unintended, and 40 percent of these are terminated by abortion.  Twenty-two percent of all pregnancies (excluding miscarriages( end in abortion.  Forty percent of pregnancies among white women, 69 percent among blacks and 54 percent among Hispanics are unintended.  In 2008, 1.21 million abortions were performed, down from 1.31 million in 2000.  However, between 2005 and 2008 the long-term decline in abortions stalled.  From 1973 through 208 nearly 50 million legal abortions occurred.  Each year, 2 percent of women aged fifteen to forty-four have an abortion; 50 percent have had at least one pervious abortion.  At least 50 percent of American women will experience unintended pregnancy by age forty-five, and at current rates about 33 percent will have had an abortion.  Levels of repeat abortion increased at a slower pace between 1979 and 1993 (from 32% to 47%) and have remained stable since (Schaeffer ’11: 201,211, 128-130, 200).
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We elect one president of the United States, fifty governors, one hundred senators, 435 members of Congress, 1,984 state senators, 5,440 state representatives, thousands of mayors, city council members, county commissioners, judges of probate, clerks of court, water district commissioners and other public officeholders.   In 2005 ninety-nine of the one hundred U.S. senators are either republicans or Democrats, 434 of the 435 representatives in the House of Representatives are affiliated with one of the two major parties, all fifty of the state governors and more than 7,350 of the approximately 7,400 state legislators elected in partisan elections ran under major party labels.  Although federal officials get most of the attention, state and local officials often make decisions that have more direct impact on our daily lives.  State and local officials holding some elective office are also qualified candidates for higher office (Maisel & Buckley ’05: 267, 200-201).  There are about 85,000 local governments in the United States.  One of the usual responsibilities of nearly every county government is the conducting of elections.  Sometimes, local governments supplement their finances with federal aid.  The distribution of power within the American federal system places extensive responsibilities at the local level, yet the structure of public finance leaves those local governments with only limited funding to carry out their numerous responsibilities.  The federal government dominates the most lucrative types of taxation, while the states rely upon the ones that follow in their ability to produce revenue.  Local governments, such as counties, are often left with the least-productive types of taxation to finance their myriad activities (Dover ’03: 67, 68).

A progressive theory of liberal democratic thought argues that a revolution in the art of democracy could be used to manufacture consent and bring about agreement on the part of the public for the election of third party candidates (Chomsky ’02: 9-17).  The modern two party system evolved in six distinct party systems in American political history, Jeffersonian Democratic-Republican, Jacksonian Democrats, Progressive Republican Era, Republican Populist, New Deal Democrats and the modern age of split ticket voting whereupon informed voters divide their vote so that the President’s party does not also hold a majority in Congress  (Maisel & Buckley ’05: Xxiii).  The first American party was the Federalist party, it was shaped largely by Alexander Hamilton, George Washington’s treasury secretary.  Jefferson’s Democratic-Republicans formed as a reaction to the rising tide of Federalist policies gaining support in Congress, favoring New England merchants and manufacturers at the expense of southern and western farmers and tradesmen (Maisel & Buckley ’05: 33).  In 1804 Treasury Secretary Hamilton was killed in a duel by Vice President Aaron Burr, the Anti-Federalist candidate, leaving only the Democratic-Republican (DR) party (Greenberg ’04: 9).  By 1828 the party system had been redesigned.  Jackson’s supporters created the Democratic Party, while Adams and Clay started the National Republican Party. The latter entity did not last long and was succeeded by the Whig Party in 1834.  The Whigs were, in turn, replaced by the current Republican Party in the election of 1856.  Since that time, the two major parties have performed the role of nominating the two final candidates for president, with the Electoral College serving as the electing institution (Dover ‘03: 30).  For a while though, in the Civil War and Reconstruction era between 1840 and 1900 US voter participation was between 69.6 percent in 1952 and 81.8 percent in 1876 including the newly eligible black voters under the XV Amendment of 1870, 1900, shortly before President  William McKinley Jr.’s (1843-1901) assassination, was the last election to enjoy 66% turnout.  The legitimacy of a democracy depends upon voter participation.  As a rule of thumb, endorsed by the now defunct Election World website, a minimum of 2/3 voter participation is needed to qualify as a popular democracy (Huntley ’98).  A government that is not popular must not embark upon expansionists policies or invade the private sphere.  This is the message that nonvoters convey.  
Short of enfranchising felons and children the most likely way for the federal government to improve their voting age population turnout is to overthrow the Democratic-Republican (DR) aristocracy that has been making everyone sick since 1800 and create a multi-party democracy whose peaceful social welfare campaigns foster party loyalty and universal prosperity amongst all citizens. In 2012 only Senators Bernie Sanders (I-Vt) and Joseph Lieberman (I-CT) are independent and Lieberman is not running for re-election.  Surprisingly more than twenty different parties ran at least one candidate for federal office in the 2002 general election. Third party candidates have the potential to force the major party candidates to take a stand on issues that are most important to their followers.  But they also have the potential to divide the vote in such a way that the candidate they least favor wins.  To date, they have rarely had the opportunity to win an election (Maisel & Buckley ’05: 270).  In 2010, many States, disillusioned with the Democratic-Republican (DR) Parties have enacted laws such as Oregon Fusion Voting to allow candidates multi-party recognition to foster multi-party democracy.  Without the base of political party support a non-major party candidate has a difficult task demonstrating viability.  To be viable, the candidate must remain visible throughout the campaign.  The candidate must not fall too far behind in the polls.  Television must keep the candidates name before the public, on a footing as nearly equal to those of the major-party candidates.  The financial burden is a heavy one.  Perot’s 1992 campaign stands as the most successful challenge to major-party dominance of presidential politics since former president Theodore Roosevelt ran on the Bull Moose Party ticket in 1912. Perot gained access to the ballot in every state (Maisel & Buckley ’05: 379).  It is hoped a large number of minor party candidates will win the 2012 Presidential elections and incumbents will defect from the major parties in droves.  A third party majority is needed for an independent candidate to be expected to win the Presidency.  Citizens are deathly sick of the major parties, wherefore Congress must tolerate minor parties or the people just won’t vote.   Because of the incumbent advantage, that re-elects 90 percent of officeholders, and centuries the Democratic-Republican (DR) two party system has ruled, major party candidates must be required to pay 25 percent of their campaign contributions to independent parties and candidates under the Sherman Anti-Trust Act 15USC(1)§1.

Elders, Baby Boomers and Older, depending on their physical health and scholarship, are prime independent political party candidates. The Hospitals & Asylums Political Party 2012 is now accepting for publication on the website scholarly letters of intent by self-motivated candidates interested in running for any state local or federal office against the Democratic or Republican (D or R) parties for the Hospitals & Asylums (HA) political party.  
V. Non-support of bona fide Homeless Shelter Petitioners

The World will not find peace until people wanting to build a Jewish synagogue in Mecca a Unitarian Church in Medina or a mosque in the Rogue Valley may do so as easily as they could in Chicago.  America won’t find sanity until Utah and South Carolina are no more defined by any one religion than Central Park.  Americans will keep dying for nothing but stupid theology and fear-filled xenophobic ignorance until the very idea of a “Christian country” “Islamic republic”, “atheist people’s paradise” or a “Jewish state” is about as credible as a flat-earth theory.  There is a way to live comforted by faith without being part of the evil that constitutes so much of religion.  This way of faith is symbolize for me by a certain annual Greek Orthodox service, the service of Forgiveness.  After prayer are read, this service ends with each person walking to the front of the sanctuary, kissing the icon of Jesus, then bowing in front of the priest.  “Forgive me” we say.  “I forgive you” answers our priest, as does each member of the congregation.   We embrace and then together we say, “God forgives us both”. Then each person takes his or her place next to the priest in line that stretches around the interior perimeter of the church.  Each of us repeats the action and then moves down the line repeating the “forgive me” ritual with everyone in the congregation until we’ve all asked each other for forgiveness.  We bow before children and old people, middle-aged parishioners and giggling children.  We ask forgiveness from the people we love and from the people we don’t like. “Dogmas” fly in the face of the reality of what we fundamentally are: tribal, communal and family seeking animals craving Unconditional Love and Continuity and Creativity (Schaeffer ’11: 262, 263, 264, 287).
Occupy Wall St. enabled the 99% to protect society against the tyranny of the 1% and peaceably assemble.  Occupy builds on Marxist revolution and the nonviolent social change of the Civil Rights Movement to create a Renaissance of political activism.  It is great to peaceably assemble with the 99% of all ages, to hear people read poetry and express their opinions about the current economic situation.  Occupy has even been an opportunity to make friends after dramatically scaling back the email list, once longer than ten thousand, first censured in 2006 and down to two Latinos in spring 2011, I have ten subscribers to the newsletter and served as many as fifty without any error. However divinely designed Occupy is, to err is human, and the monopolization of the Occupy organization by a certain few non-starving artists, trained in consensus decision-making, who got the assembly permits, paid for and designed a website and monopolize the media, gives rise to issues of integrity.  For all the intents and purposes of the vast majority of participants, in our post-apocalyptic society, Occupy is the only functioning public administration, and the Occupy officeholders, like government officials everywhere, have a sacred duty to keep the democracy open to public participation.  The government has completely failed in this regard.  That is why we started over with Occupy, but daily business remains obstructed by the insensate politicking and prejudices of erroneous humans, which brings us again to the root of the evil that befell the socio-economy – censure of the civil law system, that one participates in magnificently by email briefs in citation of the facts and civil code, incited to gang-warfare by the facilitation of multibillion dollar social networking with censures who max out like the American Legal System does at $1 trillion.  In Canada, when they are not on holiday executing American prisoners, the Supreme Court often treats upon the loss of consortium and the Occupy Vancouver tent-city is going strong on homelessness.  
At the core of the civil code is the criminal code that prohibits human behavior.  There are two fundamental constructs in the United States Code for investigating crimes of State (1) Chapter 113A, B & C Telemarketing Fraud, Terrorism and Torture that has fallen into disrepute under Art. 2(4) of the Convention against Torture, Cruel, Inhuman and Degrading Punishment or Treatment since 2009 and (2) Chapter 11 Bribery, Graft and Conflict of Interest Chapter 11A Child Support and Chapter 11B Chemical Weapons is the working theory for correcting the Title 11 Bankruptcy sweeping all that was not God’s creation into insolvency.  Conflicts of interest come with a convenient remedy called recuse whereby a judge with a personal interest would be recused.  Recuse helps to eliminate the non-support before slavery leads to chemical weapons.  One should recuse oneself from non-supportive relationships at the first sign of bribery, graft or conflict of interest to avoid being aged by the federal chemical weapons exemption again. To remain free of socio-paths one must set aside your political and religious adversaries and support the people who support you. I had included Evans “Statement of Intent to Occupy” in the TARP Winter Shelter Close-out of New Year’s Eve and resolved to work with my peer Deb Van Poolen to write a brief for the acquittal of Bradley Manning this month of Jail January at HA.  To Evan’s skillful response, I must add that Karen Jeffery, the X-generation Occupy Ashland note taker, who produces the newsletter, who had upon my request taken note of the unanimous votes to (1) grant Palestinian statehood and (2) release Bradley Manley - censored in her official capacity the General Assembly vote to recuse the Gordon v. Sansone (2011) application for certiorari.  I suggested that she did not want to vote because she had not yet read the decision.  Then when I wrote a semi-respectable recusal notice, with link, and sent it to several Occupy Ashland email addresses, including hers, suggesting a union of the Rogue Group Sierra Club and Southern Oregon ACLU (unserved) I did not get an immediate response.  Within days, David Grubbs, a 23 year old grocer at Shoppin Kart had his head nearly completely severed and died on Saturday November 19, 2011 around 5:30 pm, a few hours after the Food Co-op union proposal had been rejected in a synagogue near the Ashland National Guard base.  The date of death in the Ashland Free Press Nov. 26 seems to be the wrong Saturday.  The actual date of death of David Grubbs was probably Sat. Nov. 19.   At the last meeting before the lobbying rendered the censorship intolerable it was also decided by consensus decision that it would be unwarranted to convene a working committee, on government or any other topic, without a written civil brief.

Will Occupy Ashland please consult with Hospitals & Asylums (HA) before Occupying Harvard, the United States Code, human rights and healthcare, to avoid incurring the unpleasant expenses of State action?  As far as Harvard grads go Linda Sturgeon got paid in chemical weapons rather than the styrene the Table Rocks Nature Conservancy rep and DHS Officer of Civil Rights and Civil Liberties are so fond of to cause global warming, tornadoes, hurricanes, earthquakes and tsunamis.  I once had the privilege of prohibiting a Harvard Human Rights organization that incited only one thing – use of force by generals – to be a conservative blog that employs a Muslim.  I also had the privilege to remove the dual law professor, city councilman who infringed on my work by using the media to conceal the tip of a huge thermo dynamic reaction, from both offices.
