The foundation of the public health service is typically attributed to July 16, 1798, when President John Adams signed a bill into law that created what we now know as the U.S. Public Health Service by establishing the U.S. Marine Hospital Service, predecessor to today’s U.S. Public Health Service, to provide health care to sick and injured merchant seamen. In 1870, the Marine Hospital Service was reorganized as a national hospital system with centralized administration under a medical officer, the Supervising Surgeon, who was later given the title of Surgeon General. Because of the broadening responsibilities of the Service, its name was changed in 1902 to the Public Health and Marine Hospital Service.  Another law passed in 1902, the Biologics Control Act, gave the Service regulatory authority over the production and sale of vaccines, serums, and other biological products.  The increasing involvement of the Service in public health activities led to its name being changed again in 1912 to the Public Health Service (PHS).    4.   What is unique about the health insurance system in the United States?

9. 10. Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of August 21, 1996 P.L. 104-191.  The Act amended the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to improve portability and continuity of health insurance coverage in the group and individual markets, to combat waste, fraud, and abuse in health insurance and health care delivery, to promote the use of medical savings accounts, to improve access to long-term care services and coverage, to simplify the administration of health insurance, and for other purposes.  In Sec. 1177 it provides for penalties for a person who knowingly and in violation of this part-- (1) uses or causes to be used a unique health identifier; (2) obtains individually identifiable health information relating to an individual; or (3) discloses individually identifiable health information to another person, shall be punished (1) with a fine of not more than $50,000, imprisoned not more than 1 year, or both; (2) if the offense is committed under false pretenses, be fined not more than $100,000, imprisoned not more than 5 years, or both; and (3) if the offense is committed with intent to sell, transfer, or use individually identifiable health information for commercial advantage, personal gain, or malicious harm, be fined not more than $250,000, imprisoned not more than 10 years, or both.  The HHS Office of Civil Rights enforces the compliance of this law and receives reports from consumers.  True or false?

Missions
a. Serve as a caregiver for a person who is suffering from chronic illness or disability or health inspector condemning unhygienic conditions.  
b. Read the literature and write a confidential medical treatment plan for a patient or confidential medical malpractice lawsuit in defense of a patient or former patient and establish an Ethics Committee pursuant to AMA Code of Medical Ethics Opinion E. 9.11 at the health institution in question, with the proceeds of the case so that patients can settle their cases out of Court with social workers and authors.
c. Study the epidemiologic statistics of a geographic region or health corporation.  Produce datasheets, graphs and charts to illustrate the bend points in time.  Determine what developments in politics, law, bio-medical research or public hygiene could have caused these outbreaks of disease or reductions in their mortality or incidence. Suggest the best method to reduce or eradicate incidences and mortality, ie. make sure to prescribe necessary medicine when reporting outbreaks of disease.  Determine if liability is an issue.

d. Advocate for the necessary reforms for HHS to earn the name of Public Health Department (PHD) – (1) Provide for universal health insurance and transfer Medicare, Medicaid and all other mandatory benefit programs to the management and supervision of the Social Security Administration, (2) change the name of Substance Abuse Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) to Social Work Administration (SWA) led by the Agency for Children and Families, (3) dissolve the Bureau for Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms (ATF) and Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) and have the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) adopt a center for Alcohol and Tobacco and Drug Evaluation Agency (DEA), and (4) Create an Education Division (ED) to the Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry (ATSDR) and catalogue the toxic substances used in laboratories to induce illness and death in laboratory animals and human test subjects.
